Ellie Espling, State Representative

Ellie Espling, State Representative, said she wanted to update everyone on a couple items.   She said Bruce Poliquin, State Treasurer, has released information on unclaimed property on the State’s website at Maine.gov/unclaimed.   She said once on the website, it will direct you on how to place a claim for your property.   Ms. Espling said the Inland, Fisheries and Wildlife Department is currently working on ways to handle the growing concern of winter deer feeding in the State.   She is the deer herd population is decreasing   She said you may go to the website Maine.gov/ifw and find information on the proper ways to feed deer.  Ms. Espling said recently there was a special election for House District 11.   She said Beth Turner was elected State Representative for that District, replacing the former representative who passed away.  Ms. Espling said the appropriation process has begun and she is welcoming any and all feedback.

Sean Chayer, resident of Brooke Lane, said he had a concern with the cancellation of the March 21st Board of Selectmen’s meeting and allowing adequate time for final review of the Budget before the Town Meeting.  Mr. Chayer also asked why there is not a full time assessor’s agent, as voted by the residents of the Town at the June Town Meeting.  
Mr. Libby said Debra Parks Larrivee is currently the Assessor’s Agent along with technical support from O’Donnell and Associates.   He said the current workload in Code Enforcement and Assessing does not require a full time person in each department.
