New Gloucester Planning Board

Minutes of January 2, 2007

1. Members Present:  Jean Libby, Chair; Karen Asselin, Vice Chair; Janet Smaldon; Ruth Waterhouse; Laurie Brady; and Wanda Brissette.

2. Members Absent:  Sue Robitaille (excused).

3. Others Present:  Peter Moore, Mary Moore, Tim Moorhouse, Roger Levasseur.  

4. Call to Order:  J. Libby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  

5. Review and Approval of Minutes:  Wanda Brissette pointed out that there was an error on line 102.  The motion to adjourn the last meeting was made by Ruth and seconded by Janet.  On a motion made by Ruth, seconded by Karen, the minutes were approved subject to the correction. 6-0-0.

6. The first two items on the agenda, Berryfield Estates and Park Subdivision, were bypassed as there was not a representative present for either of them.

7. Review of Single Family Home & Barn – Peter and Mary Moore:  J. Smaldon recused herself as an abutter to the property.  Mr. Moore handed out a boundary survey of the property.  He then described that he and his wife would like to build a New England Farmhouse style home on approximately 30 acres on Cobbs Bridge Road.  The property is in the historic overlay district.  Tim Moorhouse, a representative for the Moore’s, described the style of the home and how it was designed to match other homes in the area from an earlier period.  

8. R. Waterhouse asked about the location of the driveway.  Mr. Moore stated that it would be across from the O’Brien house because that is the area with the best sight distance.  An entrance permit application has been submitted to the Town, but has not yet been approved.

9. R. Waterhouse inquired about the siding on the barn.  Mr. Moore stated that it would either be planked wood siding or clapboard.  R. Waterhouse stated that she thought the clapboard was more appropriate for the historic overlay district.  She thinks at least one side should be clapboard.  R. Waterhouse also asked about a right-of-way on the property.  Mr. Moore explained that the only right of way was an easement from N.E. telephone and telegraph.  He also pointed out that he and his wife own 3 lots in succession.  The right-of-way is across a lot that they are not developing.  

10. K. Asselin asked if any of the property to be developed was in tree growth and she was told that none of it was.  R. Waterhouse asked about the materials for the chimney and was told they would be brick.  She also asked if a waiver was needed for monuments, but was told no because the parcel is not being divided.  She then asked if the abutters had been notified.  Mr. Moore said that the abutters would be notified if a public hearing were required.  W. Brissette asked if the zoning was indicated on the plan and was told that it was.

11. At this point, J. Libby said that the only thing outstanding on the application prior to the meeting was the boundary survey, which has now been submitted.  L. Brady noted that the entrance permit was still outstanding and she stated her concern about the site distance on that road.  J. Libby commented that the entrance permit could be a condition of approval, but suggested that the applicant try to get it for the next meeting if possible.

12. W. Brissette asked why the applicant said that no culvert was needed for the driveway.  J. Libby responded that the public works department would have to decide if one was necessary.  W. Brissette also asked about the septic design.  Mr. Moore stated that it was designed for four bedrooms.  The house will have three bedrooms and there will be a bathroom in the barn.  W. Brissette inquired about showing the septic line from the barn and was told that it was on the site plan.

13. K. Asselin asked if any waivers were necessary.  The only one requested was for the storm water survey for a 24 hour, 25-year storm and that had been waived at a prior meeting.

14. Motion:  To deem the application complete subject to receipt of the entrance permit.  K. Asselin, Ruth second. 5-0.

15. At this point, R. Waterhouse asked about the windows.  The applicant is proposing 4 over 1 panes.  J. Libby commented that she drove on Cobbs Bridge Road earlier in the day and noticed that a whole variety of window styles existed.

16. Other Business:  J. Libby pointed out that the Libby Addition plan was not at the meeting for signature so she asked board members to go to the Town office to sign it if possible.  

17. K. Asselin suggested deciding who would do the minutes at the next meeting.  W. Brissette volunteered.

18. J. Libby went through a list of outstanding items prepared by Amanda Stearns.  She said she would follow-up on any that were still outstanding.

19. Motion:  A motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 was made by Ruth and seconded by Karen.  6-0.
