3.  Project Reviews

a. Site Plan Application: Jennifer Elizabeth Cottage Conversion

J.Libby asked A.Lessard to describe the project.  A.Lessard said that Jennifer Elizabeth proposes to retain 476 square feet of a 924 square foot non-conforming cottage and construct an 1120 square foot home, of which 192 square feet will be located within the shoreline setback, on the property located at 87 Sunset Shores Road on Sabbathday Lake.  She also plans to relocate an existing bunk house and construct a garage outside of the 100 foot shoreline setback.
The consensus of the Board was to hold a site visit. The site visit was scheduled for Saturday, October 24, 2009 at 9 am.  A.Lessard said that the locations of the proposed structures should be flagged or staked. J.Libby said that she would like to see the proposed well and septic locations and that she is also concerned about the number of trees planned to be removed.

J.Libby said it had come to her attention that there may be some concern about the location of the structures and there wasn’t much more the Board would be able to review before staff and the applicant had time to meet to discuss those concerns.  She said it was an issue relating to shoreland zoning. 
C.Corb said that there was a typo on the draft findings: the garage will not be 34’ x 32’ but will be 24’ x 32’ as shown on the site plan.  He asked for more information about the staff concerns.  He also asked if the issue could be resolved at the meeting, if the concern pertained to the remaining portion of the cottage being considered an accessory structure within the shoreline setback.  P.First said that staff just became aware of the issue and sought guidance from the Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) but not all the information was available yet so it would be premature to make a recommendation addressing the concern at this time.  C.Corb said his concern was that delaying the project review would bring them closer to frost and that could drive up the construction costs.  J.Libby said that the applicant and staff should be able to come to an agreement by the next meeting on what works both for the applicant and the Town and that the site walk would have delayed the approval of the project until the next meeting regardless.
A motion to postpone consideration of the site plan application to the next scheduled meeting was made by J.McHenry; seconded by T.Wayboer; motion carried 5-0.

J.Libby reminded the Board that the shoreland zoning workshop will be on Thursday October 22, 2009.  She said the focus of the meeting will be on reviewing Articles 6 and 7 but that comment could be made on the other Articles if there are additional concerns.
