f am a resident and live at 91 Tufts Road. | am also a licensed professionat forester in Maine, as well
as a registered Maine guide. | also wark with the National Wild Turkey Federation on habitat
improvements in Maine. | don't forsee any timber harvests here , there is no value and the species
aren't very marketable except for fuel wood. | would hope that the folks that own 10 to 20 acres can
still harvest wood for their use.

My biggest concern is this. This area( along the Royal) is one hugely impacted with invasive plant
species. Honeysuckle, buckthorn, and various other herbaceous growth surrounds this area at the
end of Tufts Road. In order to maintain our property, and maintain the quality of the wildlife habitat for
deer, duck, woodcock and grouse, this growth must be curtailed by cutting and also( on my land)
herbicide application. This area is a big spring resting area for the woodcock and the habitat types
must be maintained. This includes the cutting of the mature alder ( which will re sprout) and smaill
clearings for the " singing" grounds of the males. 1 am also a Master pesticide ( herbicide) applicator
in Maine so | know not everyone can spray what | can use ( Garlon,, Accord, efc. ).

Can you assure me and the residents here that we can maintain our properties manually by cutting
and afso chemically with regulated herbicide application?

1 am also concerned that if 1 would like, in the future, that | can build a small boarding kenne! " out
back" on our land behind the house within the framework of setbacks and the like. 1 train spaniels
and retrievers in my limited spare time. This is ( the building) a dream that may or may not " appear”,
just want assurance. The issue [ would be concerned about with the building is the backed up beaver
pond ( some years dry, some like now, fulf) and how that would affect me with this new proposait...

Ms. Lessard:

i own the property at 79 Tufts Road, next door to Rob Cotiaux, with whom | know you
have had contact. My property is bisected by the railroad tracks, with approximately 10
acres on the Tufts Road side of the tracks and 4 or so acres on the Royal River side of
the tracks. The concern | have is with the town's plans with regard to the 10 acre piece
on which | have my house and yard. Itis hard to make use of the scale on the map
available on the town's website but it fooks like the town is planning to take more than
3/4 of that piece and place it in the resource protection zone. I'd like to know if you are
able to give me a better sense of exactly how much of my land is included in that plan.
Is there a map that we can use to establish real boundaries and determine exactly
where the included land is located?

| share my neighbor's concern about our ability to try to keep the jungle of invasive
species in check. In the 11 years since my house lot was cleared, the woods has
reclaimed about 40 feet of my back yard because | was not diligent in cutting back the
new growth or using herbicide to keep it from growing back as fast as | could clear it
out. The invasive species are so out of control that what used to be deer trails on my
property are now more like tunnels, with vegetative growth making a canopy above
where they can squeeze through. My understanding is that my property used to be
pasture land that was part of the Tufts family farm, and many bird hunters used to stop
by to ask if they could hunt behind my house when | first moved in because the
fields had been used to field trial bird dogs for years. But the willows, birches, Russian
olive, elderberries and assorted other non-desireable species have choked it so
thoroughly that I don't even think it is suitable habitat for most wildlife anymore. While |
wish | would have spent more effort in the past in keeping it cut clear of a lot of the stuff
that is choking it now, that effort would have been a waste of time and money if the town
now puts it in a zoning status that would prevent me from continuing such a program.
And the town's plan seems to me to make the present jungle a permanent problem. |
need to be able to cut the encroachment back from my yard and field on an ongoing
basis or | will just lose more usable land every year. So it is important for me to be
advised exactly where this proposed boundary between resource protection and rural
residential is going to fall on my property and would ask you for your assistance in being
able to locate it. 1 work in my law firm's satellite office in the Pineland complex so if |
need to come meet with you and to view some map or plan that might provide that info |
can do so on most days that | am in the office.

Finally, does the town have any plan to reassess properties like mine that are being
now zoned in a way that restricts nearly all the activities that a normal landowner can do
with his property? In my case, this is not a small matter because it honestly looks like
the resource protection zone is being placed on more than 75% of my land and this may
have a real impact on the vaiue of my land.
