1. Call to Order: J. Libby called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Review and Approval of Minutes:
a.  November 21, 2006 – Motion made to approve with the following corrections by ??????? with a second by ???????.   Motion passed with 4 in favor and 3 abstentions.
· Line 40 – replace “rebuild the second floor” with “raise the second floor roof”
· Line 41 – replace “or bathrooms” with “and one additional bathroom.”

· Line 53 – add after “…pitch” “, the chimney will be extended an additional 6 feet”
· Line 83 – replace “with” with “when”

· Line 87 – add “J. Libby mentioned that she had attended a Vegetative Buffers Workshop and gave her handouts to the Planner.”

October 25, 2006 Workshop Minutes – With a motion by J. Smaldon and second by R. Waterhouse the minutes were approved with 4 in favor and 3 abstentions.
3.  Project Reviews

a. Single Family Home – Owner:  Charles Rodis

Map 21 – Lot 10A, Sunrise Lane

Lake and GPO District

Site Review
J. Libby asked the applicant’s agent to identify themselves and give an overview of the project.  J. Palmiter, PLS introduced himself.  The project is a new single-family home on an existing lot.  There is 118 feet of frontage on Sabbathday Lake.  The site has been reviewed and approved by the CCSWCD.
The Board discussed items outstanding and reviewed the list submitted by the Planner including a stormwater treatment plan and well exclusion area.

A.  Stearns asked Mike Francis, contractor for the project if he would explain to the Board the discussion they had had prior to the meeting regarding the grading plan.  M. Francis explained that he had visited the site and confirmed with the building plans that there would be no regrading or disturbance within the 100 foot setback to the lake.
A. Stearns indicated that if there was to be no additional runoff and no fill within the setback area, her recommendation for a treatment plan was unnecessary.

M. Francis continued that the well would be moved to accommodate the required setback of 100 feet between a septic system and the well.  He had not located exactly but felt that the septic system on Lot 21-12 was within the 100 feet and he was prepared to move the well to the fullest extent possible.  A. Stearns gave him the setback variance form in case the well driller needs to acquire one.
J. Libby inquired about the electric connection.  J. Palmiter responded that it is overhead and the closest pole is on Lot 2-8.  She also indicated that the final plan would need his PLS seal.  

Site Walk – It was a consensus of the Board that no site visit was necessary.

Application Completeness – With a motion by K. Asselin and a second by S. Robataille, the board voted 7-0 to accept the submitted application as complete.

Public Hearing – It was a consensus of the Board that no public hearing was required.
J. Libby called for a motion.  W. Brissette asked the applicant about the use of the 8 foot ROW adjacent to the property.  

Approval – With a motion by W. Brissette and a second by K. Asselin, the Board voted 7-0 to approve the application as submitted with the condition that a plan note be added indicating that best management practices as indicated by the CCSWCD for stormwater treatment be followed.

4. Other Business

a. Fire Protection Easements – J. Libby indicated that the Board had been forwarded draft easements to address the installation and maintenance of fire ponds and underground cisterns.  She recognized Fire Chief Gary Sacco.
The Board discussed the various aspects and agreed upon the following changes to be made and submitted to the Selectmen.

1)
Amend Item 7 of the Rights and Obligations of the Grantee to cite the reference to the Zoning Ordinance, 5.1.32.B.3.
2)
Amend reference to easement area to refer to the survey or subdivision plan as applicable.

3)
Amend easement for ponds acquired outside of the subdivision process to include cisterns, add planting of shrubs and trees to the restricted items under Rights and Obligations of the Grantor and remove any references to the Planning Board or Planning Board approvals.
5. Plan Signing – Map 5 – Lot 8, Duayne Maschino & Sons Sand & Gravel, 101 Outlet Road.
6. Adjournment – With a motion by K. Asselin and a second by S. Robitaille the Board voted unanimously to adjourn at 8:30 p.m.
