1.  Call to Order

J.Libby called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.   

2. Approval of Minutes:  
a. October 7, 2008
A motion to approve the minutes of October 7, 2008 was made by R.Waterhouse; seconded by L.Brady; approved 4-0.

J.Libby asked the applicant to describe his project.  T.Shupp said the house is an old camp and the upstairs was in disrepair and so in the process of the repairs they have decided to add additional cubic space by raising the height of the roof a few feet. 
J.McHenry asked about the stormwater waiver request.  He said the reason given was that the slope of the roof is not increasing and also that the area of the roof is not increasing but as he understands the plan, the vertical fall will be increasing and that will have some impact. J.Libby said Cumberland County Soil & Water Conservation District (CCSWCD) visited the site and did not feel there would be a problem. She read from the CCSWCD letter. J.McHenry asked if that individual is qualified. J.Libby and R.Schaffner said the project manager was qualified. J.Libby said applicants with projects on the lake are asked to have CCSWCD visit the site. 

J.McHenry asked about expansion of the existing structure as well as the 1988 expansion.  He said the memo from the Code Enforcement Officer describes the expansion as less than 30% but questioned if that was for the lifetime of the structure. J.Libby said she spoke with the CEO and she said this would be the maximum expansion. R.Schaffner said that the 30% rule went into effect on a certain date and the applicant’s previous renovation was done before that date. 
J.McHenry questioned the Lake District approval criteria 5.2.2.F, “proposed development will conserve visual points of access to waters as viewed from public facilities.” R.Schaffner said the applicant’s home does not sit between a public facility and the water and will not impact visual access. 
J.Libby said it was a very complete application. T.Shupp said he had a lot of help from the Planning Office.

J.Libby asked if the Board would like a site visit. The consensus of the Board was to not hold a site visit.

A motion to accept the application as complete was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.B, “a standard boundary survey conducted by a surveyor licensed in the State of Maine, with sufficient information to identify and locate interior and exterior boundaries, rights-of-way and street alignments”, was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.K, “existing and proposed topographic contour lines, drawn at 2 ft. intervals”, was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.P, “a plan for the treatment of stormwaters of a 24 hour, 25-year storm, prepared by a registered professional engineer and endorsed by the Cumberland County Soil and Water Conservation District”, was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 3-1, J.McHenry opposed.

A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.V.1, “where disposal will be accomplished through subsurface waste disposal system, an analysis of test pits prepared by a licensed site evaluator, with at least two passing test pits located on the plan”, was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

A motion to accept waiver request for 4.4.8.I.1, “a map showing the location of the property and the location of the porposed activity on a USGS topographic map at a scale of 1”= 2,000’ or larger scale”, was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

J.McHenry said there are six items that are not applicable to the site plan application. A motion to waive the submission items for 7.4.2.I, 7.4.2.J, 7.4.2.R, 7.4.2.T, 7.4.2.W, and 7.4.2.X as not applicable was made by J.McHenry; seconded by R.Waterhouse; accepted 4-0.

J.Libby asked if the Board would like to schedule a hearing. The consensus of Board was to not hold a public hearing.
J.Libby said not all of the items listed as required improvements covered by a performance guarantee are applicable for this project. A motion to waive the performance guarantee of 7.7.1 was made by R.Waterhouse; seconded by J.McHenry; approved 4-0.

A motion to approve the Tom Shupp and Nancy Thomas site plan application was made by R.Waterhouse; seconded by L.Brady; application approved 4-0.

The Board signed the site plan.

4.  Other Business

J.Libby directed Board members to make note of observations from the site visit conducted on October 16, 2008 for the New Gloucester Little League for when they come before the Board with their application.
