1.  Call to Order

J.Libby called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. 
J.Libby read a statement recognizing the 23 years of dedicated service of recently deceased Planning Board member Ruth Waterhouse and introduced Tamilyn Wayboer, Ruth’s daughter, who the Board of Selectmen appointed to complete Ruth’s term on the Board.

2. Approval of Minutes:  
a. September 15, 2009
A motion to postpone approval of the minutes to the next meeting was made by W.Brissette; seconded by T.Wayboer; motion carried 6-0. 
3.  Project Reviews

a. Site Plan Application: Trudel Home

Matthew Trudel

Map/Lot 0002-0020-E

244 Sabbathday Road

Residential C and Groundwater Protection Overlay Districts

J.Libby asked A.Lessard to describe the project.  A.Lessard said that Matthew Trudel is proposing a 1352 square foot single family ranch style modular home with an attached 192 square foot deck.  She said that the project qualifies for Expedited Review since it is a single family home in the Residential C District.  In accordance with the expedited review procedures the Planning staff and Code Enforcement Officer visited the site and had concerns about the large wetland at the front of the property.  The applicant then revised his site plan to comply with the 100 foot wetland buffer requirement of the Zoning Ordinance.  A.Lessard explained to the Board that the site plan shows the wetland delineation as this lot was part of a preliminary subdivision that was reviewed by the Board in 2004.  The applicant never pursued final subdivision approval.  She said that in addition to the wetland delineation, as part of the preliminary review the septic design was done and an entrance permit was granted by the Department of Transportation since Sabbathday Road was a state road at that time.  The entrance was constructed in accordance with that permit.
J.Libby said the septic design is the one from 2004.  A.Lessard said the site evaluator updated the design and signed off on it.
W.Brissette asked about the entrance.  A.Lessard said that the Public Works Director visited the site and said he had no problem with the location and the way it was constructed.  J.Libby said the Public Works Director should provide a letter for the file.  W.Brissette said she would be comfortable with that since the Town maintains the entrance within the road right of way.
J.McHenry asked about erosion control methods.  A.Lessard said the applicant hadn’t proposed any but she recommends that the Board impose the erosion control methods described in the wetland buffer criteria of Section 5.1.26.E of the Zoning Ordinance.
J.Libby said she had been to the site twice before.  A.Arata asked why she has visited the site. A.Lessard said explained this lot was part of a preliminary subdivision that had been before the Board five years ago.  The consensus of the Board was not to have a site visit.

W.Brissette asked about the location of the leach field and asked if there was any concern about the plume impacting the wetland.   D.Parks said that it’s a level lot and she doesn’t’ anticipate it being a problem.
A motion to waive the submission requirements not required for Expedited Review (Zoning Ordinance Sections 7.4.2 B, 7.4.2.E, 7.4.2 F, 7.4.2.G, 7.4.2 H, 7.4.2.I, 7.4.2 J, 7.4.2.K, 7.4.2 L, 7.4.2.M, 7.4.2.O, 7.4.2 P, 7.4.2.Q, 7.4.2 R, 7.4.2.T, 7.4.2 U, 7.4.2.V, 7.4.2 W, and 7.4.2.X) was made by J.McHenry; seconded by W.Brissette; motion carried 7-0.
A motion to waive Section 4.4.8.I.4 of the Zoning Ordinance, “a complete list of all toxic materials to be used or stored on the premises in quantities greater than those associated with normal household use”, as not applicable was made by J.McHenry; seconded by T.Wayboer; motion carried 7-0.
W.Brissette asked if there were any vernal pools. D.Parks said there did not appear to be any depressions at the site that where vernal pools would be located.

A motion to deem the application complete was made by J.McHenry; seconded by T.Wayboer; motion carried 7-0.
The consensus of the Board was to not hold a public hearing.
A motion to waive the performance guarantee was made by J.McHenry; seconded by W.Brissette; motion carried 7-0.
W.Brissette asked about financial capability.  M.Trudel said that Canterbury Manufactured Homes is doing the home and have been in business for over 20 years.  He said that end financing is through True North Mortgage Company and he could provide a letter to prove that funding was available to complete the project if that was a condition of approval.
With a motion made by J.McHenry and seconded by W.Brissette, the Board voted   7-0 to approve the application with the following conditions: 

1) Wetland alteration will be accomplished in conformance with the erosion prevention provisions of “Environmental Quality Handbook Erosion and Sediment Control,” published by the Maine Soil and Water Conservation Commission dated March, 1986, or subsequent revisions thereof.

2) Applicant shall provide proof of financial capability to complete the project.
The Board signed the plans after the workshop.
