1. Call to Order, meeting to called to order at 7 p.m.
2. Approval of Minutes

a. June 19, 2007 -- motion to approve R. Waterhouse, seconded by W. Brissette, approved 4 – 0, 3 abstaining.

3. House Keeping

a. Elect Board Chair -- J. Libby nominated by R. Waterhouse, seconded by W. Brissette. Approved 5 – 0 with J. Libby abstaining.

b. Elect Board Vice Chair -- K. Asselin nominated by R. Waterhouse, seconded by S. Robitaille. Approved 6 – 0. K. Asselin not present, so yet to accept.

c. Designate Land Management Planning Committee (LMPC) representative -- R. Waterhouse nominated J.Libby, seconded by S. Robitaille, approved 5 – 0; J.Libby abstaining
d. Designate Capital Improvement Program (CIP) Committee representative -- W. Brissette nominated by R. Waterhouse, seconded by S. Robitaille. Approved 5 – 0, W.Brissett abstaining
e. Set 2007-2008 meeting schedule -- Meeting agenda was accepted as submitted with possible future changes as necessary.

Request to extend site plan approval

Site plan was approved a year ago. Applicant has applied for application extension. It was determined at the last meeting that the applicant needed to attend this meeting. Environmental issues have been sufficiently met according to Deb Parks, CEO. 

Applicant said he was able to go to the bank with the project to move ahead. He is meeting with a contractor at the site the week of 7/23/07 to go over building plans. Applicant sees no problem finishing project within a year, hopes to have it completed “before the ground freezes.”

Excavation work includes septic and well which has not been completed yet (from W. Brissette). A local contractor and a friend will be doing the work.

Applicant requested a two-year extension. The board can only grant a one year extension.

R. Waterhouse moved to accept applicant’s extension for one year, seconded by S. Robitaille. Approved 6-0, one absent.

Site Plan Submittal

The biggest obstacle for this applicant was to meet the impervious surface requirements or to provide mitigation. He has extended a grassy area and will be tearing down one outbuilding to meet impervious surface requirements. Acreage from the survey differs from that on the plan but a letter from Brother Arnold of the Shaker Community allows for an amendment to the deed using the survey results, which are considered more accurate. W. Brissette asked additional documentation from Brother Arnold giving the applicant (leasee) permission to build the addition.

The board deferred site walk option.

W. Brissette moved, R. Waterhouse seconded, to accept application as complete with the addition of the letter from the Shakers indicating their approval for construction. Approved 6 – 0, one absent.

Applicant asked for three waivers: 7.4.1, plans drawn to scale of no greater than 1”=30’ for developments under 10 acres; 7.4.2, existing and proposed topographic contour lines, drawn at 2-foot intervals; and 7.4.2P, a plan for the treatment of stormwaters of a 24-hour, 25-year storm prepared by a registered professional engineer and endorsed by the CCSWCD.

R. Waterhouse moved, S. Robitaille seconded, that all three waivers be granted. Approved 6-0, one absent.

Public Hearing – Omer Morin, abutter, spoke in favor of the plan. No public hearing needed – decided by consensus.

W. Brissette asked what the distance between the new proposed bedroom and the neighbor’s deck – applicant estimated about 20 feet.

R. Waterhouse moved, S. Robitaille seconded to approve the application 6-0, one absent.

5. Other Business

a. Annual Report

Annual report submissions are due by Aug. 3. J. Libby and R. Schaffner will meet to compile the report.

b. Fire Protection Easement

The easements, as submitted, were approved by the town’s lawyers and are considered in use currently. J. Libby has a list of what ponds are considered reliable according to the ordinance. Any landowners who have not signed an easement will have their water source deemed unreliable.

c. Zoning Ordinance, Article 7

1. 7.3.7.D, expiration of site plan approval, as discussed earlier in the meeting.

d. Submission Checklists for Site Plan Review drafts (please review)
R. Schaffner prepared a submission checklist for an expedited site plan review. She has also prepared one for historic resource overlay approval standards and groundwater protection overlay district submittal requirements. She is also working on one for shoreland zoning. She worded the checklists almost directly from the ordinance to avoid any misinterpretation. Consensus is “we like it.”

L. Brady asked about one for people who come back to the board to add a lot or make changes because it can be quite confusing when an applicant comes back several years later as to what needs to be provided for an application and what ordinances apply to them.

7. Other Business -- R. Schaffner thanked the current and former members of the board for their volunteer service for the last year: Karen Asselin, Laurie Brady, Wanda Brissette, Jean Libby, Sue Robitaille, Janet Smalldon, and Ruth Waterhouse.

8. Adjournment – R. Waterhouse moved, S. Robitaille seconded to adjourn, approved 6-0. Meeting adjourned at 7:50 p.m.
