1. Call to Order
Meeting called to order at 7:02 p.m.
2. Approval of Minutes: March 4, 2007
a. A motion to approve the minutes was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; approved 4-0.

Discussion: Correct spelling of W.Brissette on lines 49 and 51.  Add Bruce Hilfrank, Zachau Construction to list of Others Present. Line 50 should read, “J.Pelsor, architect, said it was a 350 gallon Diesel fuel tank.” 
3. Project Reviews

Site Plan

McCann Fabrication expansion

Richard McCann described the proposed plan to expand McCann Fabrication with a 2,400 square foot addition. They plan to continue the existing use of metal fabrication but do not plan to purchase additional machinery or hire additional employees.  Equipment from the quoncet hut will be moved into the addition.
R.Schaffner told the Board that waivers had been submitted for three submission requirements and would recommend the applicant also submit an additional waiver request for 5.1.5.A.1, buffer side and rear yards abutting a residential use of at least fifty feet. Richard McCann said he owns abutting residential property. W.Brissette asked if it has always been a field. Rick McCann said that it has; he maintains a portion, but the large field is left in its natural state. 

R.Schaffner told the Board they cannot waive other buffer requirements because they are in the performance standards. K.Asselin asked if McCann is currently in violation.  J.Libby said they have previously been before the Board. R.Schaffner said that it appears from the old meeting minutes that the Board waived all buffer requirements. Rick McCann asked when the ordinance went into effect.  J.Libby answered 1989.  The Board discussed what buffers currently exist to shield view from residential uses.  There is a row of trees from corner of Maddocks residence parallel to parking lot.  The dock and garbage collection is around back side of quonset hut and a fence runs from the row of trees to the main building. Finally, there is a tree line along the Hahn boundary. W.Brissette asked how high the fence is. Rick McCann said it was 4 feet. 

R.Schaffner said that the applicant must have an eight feet in width, six feet in height buffer for exterior lot lines adjoining all residential properties as per 5.1.18.K, parking lot standards. There was general consensus from the Board to accept the existing buffer between McCann Fabrication and the residential property owned by Richard McCann and request the applicant fill in the tree line along the boundary with Hahn. 
J.Libby asked if there is to be exterior lighting on the addition. Dennis McCann said there would be the same type of lighting as on the existing building. They direct the light downwards.

Dennis McCann confirmed that the parking lot on the southwest side of the lot is more than 5 feet from the property line.
R.Schaffner said that all site plan approval criteria have been addressed except for financial capability. Richard McCann said the funds have been secured. 
W.Brissette asked if there would be any change to the septic system. R.Shaffner said that since McCann will not be increasing the number of employees the Code Enforcement Officer said the existing solid waste system would support the expansion.
The Board unanimously decided not to schedule a site visit.
A motion to accept the application as complete was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; accepted 4-0.
A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.K, “existing and proposed topographic contour lines, drawn at 2 ft. intervals”, was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; accepted 4-0.
A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.O, “a plan for the control of erosion and sedimentation endorsed by the Cumberland County Soil and Water Conservation District”, was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; accepted 4-0. Discussion: J.Libby suggests Best Management Practices for erosion control is followed during construction.
A motion to accept waiver request for 7.4.2.P, “a plan for the treatment of stormwaters of a 24 hour, 25-year storm, prepared by a registered professional engineer and endorsed by the Cumberland County Soil and Water Conservation District”, was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; accepted 4-0.

A motion to accept waiver request for 5.1.5.A.1, “All such side and rear yards abutting residential uses shall maintain the site boundary in its natural state to provide a visual screen between the two types of uses of at least 50 feet unless waived by the Planning Board”, was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; accepted 4-0. 

The Board unanimously decided not to require a Public Hearing.
A motion to approve site plan application with the condition, “Plant trees and/or shrubs along the northeast corner/Hahn property boundary per Sec 5.1.18.K of the Zoning Ordinance”, was made by K.Asselin; seconded by S.Robitaille; application approved 4-0.

4. Other Business

a. Schedule site walk for Public Safety Building
Monday April 14, 2008 at 5:00 pm. R.Schaffner will notify the project manager to have the entrance, building and training area flagged. 
b. Memo regarding Transfer of Development Rights
As there were no substantive changes at the Joint Committee meeting, the Board agrees with the revisions as presented. K.Asselin will draft a memo on behalf of the Planning Board.
