1. Call to Order: Chair J. Libby called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.
2. Review and Approval of Minutes: With a motion by R. Waterhouse and a second by K. Asselin the Board approved the minutes of September 19, 2006 with the following conditions. Vote 6-1. W. Brissette abstained because she was absent at the September 19th meeting.
· Line 61 – Amanda has a verbal commitment
· Line 89 – Fire Protection Easement
· Line 121 – MHPC = Maine Historical Preservation Commission
· Line 124 – Agreement with Royal River Conservation Trustee’s is a work in progress
· Line 135 – Lot 1 has a special wetlands condition
3. Project Reviews:

Duayne Maschino & Sons Gravel Pit

Owner: Duayne Maschino
Map 5 – Lot 8, Outlet Road

FF/GPO Districts

J. Libby inquired whether the applicant received all of the paperwork from the Town. She sited the Right to Know law and showed him some of the letters from the residents concerning the gravel pit. Rick Jones introduced himself as the Maschino’s agent and Alan Wolf, D. Maschino’s attorney. J. Libby suggested they go through A. Stearn's review of the project. 
Waivers:

1. With a motion by K. Asselin and a second by R. Waterhouse, the Board voted 7-0 to waive 7.4.2. K of Article 7, Site Plan Review from 2 foot to 5 foot contours, in regard to the easement, to match what is written in the Mineral Ordinance.
2. With a motion by K. Asselin and a second by R. Waterhouse, the Board voted 7-0 to waive 7.4.2. P of Article 7 Site Plan Review for a stormwater treatment plan as they will not be increasing the impervious area of the road.
3. With a motion by K. Asselin and a second by R. Waterhouse, the Board voted 7-0 to waive 7.4.2 B of Article 7, Site Plan Review for a standard boundary survey within the easement area.
Duayne Maschino met with the Code Enforcement Officer and the Department of Environmental Protection regarding the tree cutting proposed for the easement. They both have approved the removal of four trees in the interest of safety. They also measured the distance from the high water mark of the Royal River to the center of the easement road and found the distance to be forty-eight feet. A permit was submitted for the drainage channel, but it was sent back due to the fact that it was approved two years ago. The CEO has a copy of the permit in her records. They also have the Medium Borrow Pit permit in the form of a placard, which will be displayed on site. 
Article 5.2.5 Road Construction:

D. Maschino measured the distance from the nearest corner of the snack shack to the center of the easement road and found it to be 165 feet. 

The Town has not yet posted the road.

A letter from the CEO states that the bridge is in satisfactory condition.

Article 7.3.4 Public Hearing Requirements:
The applicant has submitted a letter stating that there are no additional landowners within 250 feet of the easement area.
Review for Approval:
The concerns about pedestrian safety were discussed. At J. Libby’s suggestion, D. Maschino has agreed that no trucks will run to or from the pit after 12 noon on Saturdays during July and August. Working at the pit itself during those hours is allowed. 

6.b. Plan Review:
· Signage at the Outlet Road entrance for emergency services, to check with the CEO regarding the size
· “No Parking” signs along easement road entrance was suggested by J. Libby

· Applicant is working with CCS on the easement road entrance mud runoff area and apron
· Regarding the estimated life of the pit the yearly review by the CEO will cover this

· Stumps, brush and boulders will be buried on site, per memo from Mark Stebbins

· Rehabilitation proposal: 

$1,000.00 for trees at 30 cents per tree with 8 foot by 8 foot spacing 

$800.00 for laborers to plant the trees

$500.00 to rent a bulldozer for a day in order to re-grade the side slopes
$2,2oo.00 total per acre

The plan is to open five acres originally and to reclaim one acre at a time in order to open another acre up.

CCSWCD and the Town Manager must approve this plan.

Excavation Performance Standards:
· Monitoring wells will be placed by D. Maschino & Sons and checked by DEP to assure that the water table will be maintained at five feet.

· Site improvement security will include CCSWCD inspection fees for any sediment and erosion issues along the access way or on the excavation site and maintenance of temporary and permanent structures.
· Hours of operation shall be Monday through Saturday 7 a.m. to 8 p.m., except during the months of July and August when the hours shall be Monday through Saturday 7 a.m. to 8 p.m., with trucks not going past the beach on Outlet Road between the hours of 10 a.m. and 3 p.m. and Saturday no trucks leaving the gravel pit after 12 noon.
· The Board would like the CEO and DEP to do the noise level check during the time when the crusher is there to be sure they are within the allowable levels.

K. Asselin made a motion and R. Waterhouse seconded to accept the application as complete with the following condition. Vote 7-0
1. The Board receives a letter from DEP stating that the distance from the high water mark of the Royal River to the center of the easement road is 48 feet.

The Board does not require an additional Public Hearing because there are no other abutters.
K. Asselin made a motion and R. Waterhouse seconded to approve the application with the following conditions. Vote 7-0

1. Plan note – No turning right onto Outlet Road during the hours of 10 a.m. and 3 p.m. in the months of July and August.

2. Plan note – No trucks leaving the gravel pit after 12 noon on Saturday during the months of July and August.

3. A business sign, with the road number, to be placed at the entrance per CEO.

4. That the owners work with CCSWCD on the work to be done to the easement road and have CCSWCD submit a letter of approval for the road.

5. Plan note – No blasting will be done on the site.
6. Peer review with CCSWCD regarding erosion control (around easement apron) and for the reclamation plan.

7. Letter of credit or bond for reclamation in an amount agreed upon by CCSWCD and the Town Manager.

8. Noise levels check to verify ordinance conformance while the crushers are on site.

9. An on site porta potty when more than two employees are working at the site.

10. No rock will be brought from off site for crushing.

Owner: Rhonda Field

Map 13 – Lot 28, Bald Hill Road

FF/RB1/MHO Districts

Steve Roberge hopes for conditional final approval. The Board reviewed the performance standards with S. Roberge. K. Asselin stated that in the General B section on the Park Rules and Regulations, a reference was made to fire detention ponds but not to a cistern. She suggested adding cistern to that note and S. Roberge agreed that it was a good idea. 

Plan Notes and Changes:
· The road plan and profile have been amended to correct the location of the cistern

· The cistern easement area has been added to the plan

· S. Roberge will contact the CEO to inquire whether the road name has been approved. The CEO has assigned street numbers already

Prior to Occupancy:
· A street sign will be installed

· Street numbers will be affixed to homes

J. Libby inquired whether S. Roberge received the email regarding the wells from the abutter. He stated he had and that Jim Cross, the chief financial officer of Village Missions, would like to remain friendly with the neighbors. They feel confident, and two geologists agreed, that there will be enough water for Village Missions without affecting any existing wells. J. Cross wrote in an email to S. Roberge that he would work something out if there was any problem with the abutter’s water supply once the wells were in for Village Mission.
K. Asselin made a motion and L. Brady seconded to approve the application with the following conditions. Vote 6-1 R. Waterhouse is opposed. She approves of the project, but not the location.

1. Plan Note in regards to 4.4.10.F 6 “Mobile home stands shall occupy no more that 20% of the lot area. The accumulated floor area of the mobile home and its accessory structures shall not exceed 50% of the total area of the lot.”
2. Plan Note indicating that a copy of each executed lease to go to Assessor’s Office.

3. The title on the plan shall indicate that it is a mobile home park.

4. Clarify plan note regarding driveway lighting to be installed by the developer.

5. S. Roberge volunteered to give a copy of the email from Village Missions CFO regarding the guarantee of water supply to the Town Planner to forward to Pat Demers.
6. Final recordable plan to show location of cistern.

7. The Town Planners list of 14 items to be completed prior to plan signing.

Addition to Residence
Owner: Harry King

Map 21 – Lot 15, 15 Sunrise Lane

Lake District

J. Libby acknowledged Harry King and confirmed that he does have a septic system, not an outhouse. H. King plans to put an additional deck onto his home in order to install a spa. The two existing decks are small and putting a spa on either of them would restrict access to the dock. The deck will be going onto the side of the home, where there will be a two foot drop in the back, towards the water. Going towards the front the deck will be at ground level. There will be railings on the water side and on the side towards the driveway. No backfill will be needed. Notes 4, 6 and 7 under Zoning Compliance were discussed. Notes 4 and 6 do not apply since the structure is not moving and there is a septic system in place. For note 7, H. King does not intend to move or cut down any trees or vegetation. J. Libby would like him to contact CCSWCD for erosion control, digging and safe practices. He is already working with them and Shaker Hill Nursery on a landscaping / buffer plan for the property.

1. K. Asselin made a motion and S. Robitaille seconded to waive the need for a boundary survey. Vote 7-0
2. K. Asselin made a motion and R. Waterhouse seconded to waive the two foot contours. Vote 7-0
K. Asselin made a motion and R. Waterhouse seconded to deem the application complete. Vote 7-0
K. Asselin made a motion to approve the application with the following conditions and R. Waterhouse seconded. Vote 7-0
1. Applicant contact CCSWCD regarding erosion control and landscaping

2. Show location of utilities on the plan

3. Plan note for proposed landscaping and buffering plan

4. Plan note to install railings on two sides of the new deck

The Board determined that a Public Hearing was not necessary.
