4. Other Business

a. Shoreland Zoning Workshop

R.Schaffner supplied the members of the Board unable to attend the Shoreland Zoning Workshop with copies of the materials handed out at the workshop. J.Libby responded that she feels the Board and the Land Management Planning Committee will have their work cut our for them in the effort to revise the ordinance to meet the State mandate.

a. Amendment to Declarations of Covenants and Restrictions

R.Schaffner explained that the Board had previously approved an amendment to the Berryfield Estates subdivision adding a pedestrian right-of-way to access open space adjacent to the subdivision.  A condition of the approval was that the applicant amend the Declarations of Covenants and Restrictions to reflect the right-of-way.  The applicant’s attorney in drawing up the amendment included an place for a member of the Planning Board to sign the amended document.
The Board discussed whether a member’s signature was required for the document.  It was determined that historically it is not customary for a member of the Board to sign such documents, and that the Town is not a legal party to the document therefore a Board member’s signature is not required nor appropriate.

7. Workshop: New Gloucester Fire Station

The workshop was requested by the development firms working on the plans for the proposed fire station. This was a preliminary step intended to promote discussion and an open relationship between the Board and the development firms.
S. Roberge and J.Pelsor presented their plans as they currently are.  A number of details have yet to be defined.   Board members took turns asking questions mostly seeking clarification about how the elements on the site will interact with one another and the community.
The Planning Board review process was explained to the developers.  R.Schaffner has completed a preliminary assessment of the submission requirements and will share the details with the developers.
