R.Schaffner gave a brief presentation on recent legislation impacting municipal planning.  The legislation which will most impact the Board is LD 2073, An Act to Prevent Contamination of Drinking Water Supplies, and goes into effect September 30, 2008.  It is intended to reduce pollution risks to drinking water wells by prohibiting above ground and underground oil storage facilities and businesses that commonly generate hazardous waste within a well head protection zone.  A well head protection zone is an area within 300 feet of a private well or within 1000 feet of a public well or source water protection area mapped by the Maine Drinking Water Program, whichever is greater.  A private well serves individual homes or small businesses while a public well serves 15 connections, at least 25 individuals daily 60 days of the year, or bottles water for sale. She provided the Board with a fact sheet created by the Maine Department of Environmental Protection on the details of the law. 

She also gave an overview of other legislation that was debated in the past session that did not pass, died with adjournment of the Legislature, or is not applicable to New Gloucester. These included LD 2082 (An Act to Preserve Successful Historic Neighborhood Schools), LD 2008 (An Act to Provide On-going Funding for the Historic Preservation Tax Credit), LD 262 (An Act to Amend the Credit for Rehabilitation of Historic Properties), LD 1962 (An Act to Amend the Informed Growth Act), LD 2169 (An Act to Amend the Laws Pertaining to Storm Water Management), and LD 2016 (An Act to Safeguard Imperiled or Critically Imperiled Natural Communities).
