Mr. Field said at the October 15th, Special Town Meeting, it was voted to spend up to $10,000 in engineering costs for the Woodman Road project.   He said the permitting process can take two/three months.   He said if the funding for the project is approved at the May Town Meeting, and the permits have been obtained, this would allow the Public Works Department to move ahead on the project in June.

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to direct the Town Manager to obtain engineering and permitting for the Woodman Road project.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

ORAL COMMUNICATION

Selectmen

Mark Stevens – no comments.

Joshua McHenry – said he would like to thank the Board and the Town for the flowers received welcoming his new son.   

He said he wanted to follow-up on a couple items: 1) what would the additional cost be if the water main was extended?  Mr. Libby said there is no estimate for an extension of the water main.   He said first priority would be to increase the size of the underground storage tank and second priority would be to change to a better long-term fire system.  He said the second phase, if done, would be to Memorial School.
2) Could TIF be used to pay for the loan/bond?   Mr. Libby said it could be used for repayment of the rural development loan, but could not be used to pay for the hookups, as TIF is for growth and development.

3) Could a bond be used as a funding vehicle for the $189,000?   Mr. Libby said a direct loan can be acquired at 2.5% and be paid off early.   He said Maine Bond Bank has good deals but cannot be paid off early.

Mr. McHenry asked if the loan process has been started.  Mr. Field said funding is not required until the FY15.
Nathaniel Berry – said he is asking everyone to please be cautious on lakes/ponds everywhere.

Linda Chase – no comments.
Steven Libby – said the CIP Committee met on January 9th and voted unanimously to forward the CIP Rankings to the Board.   He asked the Town Manger to please forward the CIP Information (final ranking, scores for each item and individual scoring) to the Board members.   He said it was the smoothest year to date for the CIP process and would like to thank the Town Manager and staff for excellent presentations.
Mr. Libby reminded everyone of the Special Town Meeting on Monday, January 14th, at 7:00 p.m., at Memorial School.

Mr. Field said the light on the side of the Town Hall facing the Meetinghouse is broken and will be repaired within the week.

Mr. Field said Fire/Rescue Chief, Gary Sacco, and himself, have been putting together an “Analysis of Emergency Medical Services”.  He said this is a comprehensive look at where we are today and issues that will need addressing in the future.
Mr. Libby said the he and Ms. Chase will discuss a date for a future Board workshop with Mr. Sacco to discuss this information.
