To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Woodman Road Reconstruction Planning
Mr. Libby read a memo outlining the history of the Woodman Road reconstruction project.   He said Ted Shane, Public Works Director, is enthused to move forward on this project and the citizens deserve a better traveled road than what they currently have.  Mr. Libby said the Capital Reserve account currently has $187,000 for this project and Mr. Shane said that could build a good gravel road that will last.
Mr. McHenry and Mr. Libby said they would like to represent the Board on this project, and working with Mr. Shane and the Town Manager.

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to move forward with the Woodman Road Reconstruction Plan; and the Public Works Director, Town Manager, Joshua McHenry and Steven Libby review and bring back to the Board their recommendations/plan with cost figures for the September 17, 2012 meeting. The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. Libby said a Liaison would be appointed to the Economic Development Committee on a future agenda.


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion table this item due to the revisions and sign at the August 20, 2012, Selectmen’s meeting.   The motion failed on a vote of 1-4, with Mr. Berry, Ms. Chase, Mr. Libby and Mr. Stevens opposing.


Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to adopt the Liaison Policy as written with amendments as stated.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-1, with Mr. McHenry opposing.

Nathaniel Berry – said last week, he met with Ted Shane, Public Works Director, and visited the residents on Morse Road that will be affected by the upcoming tree work and paving.  He said the residents were very receptive and appreciative for the work to be done.

Linda Chase – asked the Town Manager for the following information:  an update on the Chandler Mill Road Bridge project; and if he obtained information on why there are markings in the road at the Bald Hill Road/Lewiston Road intersection.  

Mr. Field said the markings on the road are from the ditching and culvert work being done on Bald Hill Road and he will contact the Maine Turnpike Authority for a bridge update.
Steven Libby – said the New Gloucester Little League Softball Team went to the Eastern Regionals in Worcester, Massachusetts and in pool play, won all four games and were the only team to do so.   He said they went into playoffs and lost to the New Jersey team, but played a hard fought game, and did a great job representing the State of Maine.
Mr. Libby asked the Town Manager if he had a draft version of the Use of Town Equipment policy ready for a future agenda item.
Mr. Field said he did have a draft in the works.

Mr. Field said Debby Parks Larrivee, completed her first tax course with a 95 on her test.   

Mr. Field said there have been some recent complaints of shooting in the pit off Bennett Road owned by the Maine Turnpike Authority (MTA).  He said this pit has an alternate entrance off Swamp Road.   He said he has contacted them concerning the complaints and they are concerned for their equipment in the area.  He said the MTA will be installing more no trespassing signage, block the new entrance and monitor the area.
Mr. Field said he received a call from Joel Kittredge, of the Maine Department of Transportation (MDOT), informing him that the Morse Road railroad crossing repair is going to happen.  He said the roadwork should take approximately a week and the signaling installed by the end of the year.  He said there will be an upcoming conference call with MDOT and PanAm railroad and Mr. Kittredge stated he would like to do a presentation to the Board.
Mr. Libby said to make sure the Public Works Director and Fire/Rescue Chief are kept abreast.
Mr. McHenry asked if there was any further information on the MDOT drainage/curbing work on Route 231.  

Mr. Field said they have met with the Town Planner on a couple occasions and are working towards starting this project in the near future.
