III.
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION  

A.
Michael Bardier, Chairman of the Community Fair Committee, said he would like to thank the citizens for the success of the Community Fair and funding.   He said he would also like to thank Ted Shane and the Public Works Department; Gary Sacco and the Fire/Rescue Department; and the Gray-New Gloucester Community Service Club for all their help in setting up and the day of the fair.  Mr. Bardier said the Community Fair Committee has decided to change the date of the fair to Saturday, August 24th, the fourth Saturday of August.  He said this year’s fair cost $19,000 with $8,000 contribution from the Town.  He said funding for the 2013 fair is critical, as there is a shorter time to raise the dollars necessary and due to the fair being held in “primetime”, the cost of tent rentals, etc., will cost more.   Mr. Bardier said he wanted to thank all committee members for their hard work and more volunteers are needed.
Mr. Libby said the fair will be held on August 24th, the fourth Saturday in August.  He said additional volunteers are needed to help with the fundraising endeavors.

David Lunt, Community Fair Committee member, said the fair committee meets regularly but if someone would like to help, attending all meetings is not necessary.

John Randall, Public Safety Committee Chairman, said the committee has been meeting and discussing the fireworks issue over the last three/four months.   He said it would be difficult to enforce a law prohibiting fireworks in New Gloucester, without Town law enforcement to do so.   He said the Committee decided to create an ordinance prohibiting the sale of fireworks in New Gloucester and the proposed ordinance is before the Selectmen tonight.  
Gary Sacco, Fire/Rescue Chief, said wording was removed from the proposed ordinance pertaining to “use of” fireworks.  He said the proposed ordinance pertains to sale of.  He also stated the fines need to be reviewed by the Board.
Mr. Berry moved and Mr. Libby seconded a motion to have the Town Manager forward the proposed ordinance to legal and bring back their recommendations to the Board.   The motion failed on a vote of 2-2-1, with Mr. McHenry and Mr. Stevens opposing and Ms. Chase abstaining.

Mr. McHenry said the Board should review the fines before the ordinance is forwarded to legal and unnecessary dollars spent.

Mr. Randall asked if the Committee could approach the legislators on behalf of the Town.

Mr. Libby said the Public Safety Committee should come back to the Board with a list of recommendations and the Board will forward it to the Legislature in letter form.

Mr. McHenry asked Mr. Field if he followed up on the life expectancy of the Buildings & Grounds cemetery mower.   Mr. Field said he did and there was no change in the information.

Steven Libby – said the CIP Committee has begun their review process.  He said at their meeting on November 27th, they met with the first department head, Ted Shane, and reviewed Public Works, Transfer Station and Building & Grounds (along with Mr. Field).   He said department heads for Parks & Recreation, Library and Fire/Rescue are scheduled for the December 5th meeting, and they might possibly need a third meeting.  He said the scores/ratings will be done by the end of the year and final review the beginning of January.

Town Manager
Mr. Field said for the first time in eight years, as of the end of November, there are no outstanding bad checks on books.  He said accolades go to Dep. Treasurer, Sandi Lebel.

Mr. Field said recycling is healthy in New Gloucester.   He said the large pile of metal scrap was removed and brought in a check of approximately $28,000 to the Town. 
Mr. Field said the Town had a negative ISO rating.  He said he received a letter stating the Town’s ISO rating is now a five, thanks to the good work done by Code Enforcement Officer, Debra Parks-Larrivee.  He said insurance companies use the ISO rating information as a factor in determining rates.

Mr. Field said Ms. Lebel is reviewing the Banking RFP’s received and creating a spreadsheet from the information.  He said it is almost completed and will be forward to Mr. Stevens for review by the beginning of next week.
