Nathaniel Berry – said he would like to let the residents know there are currently 33 openings on Committees/Boards and if anyone is interested in volunteering, to please complete an application and submit it to the Town Office.
Steven Libby – asked Mr. Berry if the Public Safety Committee discussed possible locations for the speed trailers on loan to the Town of New Gloucester.   Mr. Berry said the committee met on June 1st, discussed locations and submitted a list to the Town Manager.    Mr. Libby said the Morse Road Construction Project was awarded to Shaw Brothers Construction, Inc., of Gorham, Maine.   He said they were scheduled to begin working on June 6th, and closure of the road between June 18th and August 29th.  He said the pre-construction meeting went well and the Board will be seeing a Change Order pertaining to Alternate #3 on the bid proposal.
B. Town Manager
Mr. Field said the speed trailer has been placed in the Upper Village area, southbound, for one week and then will be moved to the Lower Village area.  He said this information has been forward to the Public Safety Committee.   He said the speed trailer records information such as the time of day, number of cars, and speed.

Mr. Field gave the Board an update on Recycling.   He said currently there are three vendors:  City of Lewiston; Eco Maine; and Casella’s, and three trucking firms; Waste Management; Almighty Waste; and Pine Tree Waste.  He said there was one more firm interested but he has not received firm numbers from them. He said from the information he has currently received, the combination of Casella’s and Pine Tree Waste looked to be the best situation for the Town.  He said there would still be multi-sorting at the Transfer Station with this combination.  

Mr. McHenry said he would like to further study the single-sort option for the Transfer Station.   He said this could possibly save the Town money on payroll and increase participation by residents.
Mr. Libby said that when the Town Manager makes his recommendation to the Board, detailed information should be included on single-sort and multi-sort options.   He also stated references should be checked on the vendors and trucking firms being considered and to contact other Town Managers concerning their recycling options for their Town.

Mr. Field said Debra Parks Larrivee periodically updates him on her training in the Assessing Department and currently all is going well.  He said this week, Ms. Parks Larrivee, along with O’Donnell staff, will be making visitations to properties around Town.
