P. First said after speaking to attorney Richard Flewelling  at Maine Municipal Association, it is staff’s recommendation that this business be tabled until the owner of Lot 1 has been officially notified of the review.  
A. Arata made a motion to postpone this business until the notification has been done, seconded by W. Brissette.

b. Buddy’s Store addition

J. Libby said our next item of business is Buddy’s Store addition.  The applicant is not here tonight, so if we have any questions that staff can’t answer then this item will have to be postponed.  

S. Maschino arrived at 7:03.

P. First said Mr. Brady seeks an addition to his store that would incorporate two smaller existing additions.  This would add another 111 square feet to the back of his store.  His stated purpose for this addition is for storage.  This property is a non-conforming lot of record.  The Code Enforcement Officer and I agreed that this project is eligible for expedited review.  

J. Libby said Section 7.2.2 of our ordinance clearly states that nothing can be done until you have a permit.  The pictures show that the project is nearly completed.  Mr. Brady should know that this was noted by the Planning Board

D. Parks said Mr. Brady called me prior to construction and asked if he could replace the two existing structures off of the back of his store.  I told him that if he was going to replace them exactly as they are, then he doesn’t need a permit.  As things go in renovations, the project got away with him.  At this point I spoke with him and told him he had to go through site plan review, and he was amenable to that.  At this point we’re trying to do an after the fact permit. 

J. Libby said the application should say that yes, state and local permits are required.  The fire chief does have to inspect the property.  

D. Parks said the whole building is under the Fire Marshall’s threshold of 2000 square feet.  This does not excuse Gary from being allowed to go in and make sure the exits are alright, and the signage is correct, but this is not a permit.  

J. Libby said he has answered no to waivers, but there are waivers included in the application.

P. First said that is incorrect.  It should be yes.

The Board agreed to Expedited Review by consensus.  

W. Brissette made a motion to waive from section 7.3.2.A of the Zoning Ordinance, numbers 2,4,5,6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,15,16,17,18,20,22,23, and 24 due to expedited review.  Motion seconded by A. Arata.  Motion approved 5-0.  

B. Arata made a motion to waiver section 4.4.8.E Hydrogeologic Study, seconded by W. Brissette.  Motion approved 5-0.

The Board agreed by consensus that a site visit is not necessary.
The Board agreed by consensus that no additional items are needed.  

A. Arata made a motion that the application is complete, seconded by S. Maschino.  Motion approved 5-0.  

The Board agreed by consensus that no public hearing is needed.  

A. Arata went through the Site Plan Approval Criteria.  A. Arata made a motion to deem the following not applicable: Sections 7.5.1.A, B, C, D, E, F, G, J, and k, seconded by W. Brissette.   Motion approved 5-0.
The Board agreed that Sections 7.5.1.H and I are required and will be handled as conditions on the plan.
W. Brissette made a motion to waive the performance guarantee, seconded by A. Arata.  Motion Approved 5-0.

W. Brissette made a motion to approve the application with two conditions.  1. Proof of financial capacity satisfactory to staff.  2.  Section 7.5.1.I Compliance with other state, local, and federal regulations, and local fire codes.   Motion seconded by A. Arata.  Motion Approved 5-0.
