Project Review
a. Kitchen addition
F.O.E New Gloucester Eagles

J. Berna said the Eagles are proposing a small expansion to their existing kitchen.  It is a 279 square foot addition.  It is on a 4 acre lot, and has to come to the Planning Board because it is in the LRS district.  
A. Pennanen said the addition is primarily to bring us up to code.  We’ve realized we’d like a little bigger kitchen, and to make all of the improvements to bring it into compliance.  

J. Libby said let’s go through the Performance Standards quickly.  A hydrogeologic study isn’t necessary.  Water quality will not be affected.  The septic isn’t changing?

A. Pennanen said the septic will not change.  We’re not adding any bathrooms, just a few sinks in the kitchen.  
J. Libby said Debby had no problem with this?

T. Pennanen said no, she approved everything.  

J. Libby said they have given us a letter saying they won’t store any toxic chemicals.  5.1.8, Erosion and Sedimentation Control. Like any construction, they must follow best management practices.  That should be added to the plan as a condition.  We do have a noise ordinance, but I don’t think that should be an issue.  Section 5.2.9, this building isn’t over 35 feet, correct?

A. Pennanen said no it isn’t, it is two stories.

J. Libby said there shouldn’t be any additional stormwater runoff.  

The Board agreed by consensus that a site visit is not necessary.

A. Arata made a motion to waive section  7.3.2.A.11, Topographic contour lines drawn at 2ft intervals, seconded by J. Bean.  Motion approved 4-0.

A. Arata made a motion to waive section 7.3.2.A.15, a plan for the control of erosion and sedimentation endorced by the Cumberland County Soil and Water Conservation District, seconded by P. Slye.  Motion approved 4-0.

A. Arata made a motion to waive section 7.3.2.A.16, a plan for the treatment of stormwaters of a 24 hour, 25-year storm,  seconded by P. Slye. Motion approved 4-0.

A. Arata made a motion to deem the following not applicable: 7.3.2.A.7, 9, 10, 12, 13, 18, 20, 22, 23, 24,  and 4.4.8.I.3, and 4, 4.4.8.E.  Motion seconded by J. Bean.  Motion approved 4-0.
A. Arata went through the Site Plan Approval Criteria.  The addition will not change the traffic level of service, there is sufficient parking and circulation, wetland and surface bodies will not be adversely affected, sanitary and solid waste will be treated in an approved manner, land and water systems are capable to sustain the addition, natural resources will be protected, the addition will not cause public facilities to exceed their capacity, sufficient financial backing will be addressed as a condition, it is in compliance with other local, state, or federal regulations, the project will not have any undue adverse effect on the scenic or natural beauty of the area, and it will not cause problems with the floodplain because it is not in a floodplain.  
A. Arata made a motion to approve the Findings of Facts and Conclusions of law as read, seconded by P. Slye.  Motion approved 4-0.

A. Arata made a motion to waive Section 7.7 of the Zoning Ordinace: Performance Gaurantee, seconded by P. Slye.  Motion approved 4-0.

A. Arata made a motion to approve the plan with the following conditions: 1. Erosion and sedimentation control measure detailed in section 5.1.8 of the New Gloucester Zoning Ordinance shall be followed.  2. Proof of financial capacity will be submitted to staff prior to issuance of a building permit.  Motion seconded by P. Slye.  Motion approved 4-0.
