Mr. McHenry asked why there is a drastic increase in the mobile home replacement fee from $50 to $147.


Debra Parks Larrivee, Code Enforcement Officer, said this is a replacement of an existing structure.   She said she could meet halfway of the two amounts.

Mr. Libby said in some cases, mobile homes could fall into the low income category.  He suggested charging 10¢ square foot.  The Board all agreed.

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to approve the Building Permit Fee Proposal with the one amendment to change the mobile home replacement fee from $147 to 10¢ per square foot.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mark Stevens – said in response to recent emails concerning Cobbs Bridge Road salt issues, he did not know of any issues and would like to receive information on this.   Mr. Libby asked him to contact Mr. Field for discussion.

Joshua McHenry – said he did contact Mr. Field for an update on the Cobbs Bridge Road water issues and was concerned when Mr. Field said he contacted Mr. Libby and Ms. Chase on what action to take.   He said he would have liked to have had all Board members contacted.  Mr. Field said he contacts the Chairman and Vice-Chairman of the Board and the Town Attorney.   Mr. McHenry said he gets the sense that we’re not doing much on this issue.  Mr. Libby said this discussion is broaching into Executive Session and recommended Mr. McHenry further discuss this topic with Mr. Field.

Mr. McHenry said he attended the March 7th School Board meeting and Dan Joseph, principal of Russell and Memorial Schools, is a national finalist for Principal of the Year.  He said the draft school calendar was also presented at that meeting and school is scheduled to begin on September 4th.

Mr. McHenry said he did not attend the District School Budget meeting on March 10th, where the 2013 School Budget was presented to the public.

Mr. McHenry said the MSAD 15 School District received a Nellie May Grant in the amount of $185,000, which supports the Performance Based Curriculum being implemented.

Mark Leighton – said it is nice to have the spring weather.

Linda Chase – no comments.

Town Manager
Mr. Field said he received the County Tax information and it is going up over $4,000 (3.13%), which is above what he forecasted, and the State valuation is dropping 2%.

Mr. Field said David Lunt came by his office and brought a letter presented to the Board of Selectmen from Governor Paul Lepage, thanking the Town of New Gloucester and specifically the Public Safety Committee for hosting a program on Domestic Violence at their March meeting.   Mr. Field said he especially wanted to thank the dedicated professionals who presented the program:  Detective Sgt. Jim Estabrook, Cumberland County Sheriff’s Department, who also put the program together; Kate Tierney, Assistant District Attorney of Cumberland County; Jennifer Annis, from Community Crisis Center; and Bettina Voight, Community Outreach Coordinator.   Mr. Field read the letter from Governor Lepage (a copy is included with the minutes).   He said those who were unable to attend or missed the program on New Gloucester Channel 3 Television, to check the replay schedule for viewing times, as it is a terrific program.
