CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER & ATTENDANCE 

Chairman, Steven Libby, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Chairman, Steven Libby; Mark Leighton, Joshua McHenry and Mark Stevens; Town Manager, Sumner Field; and Recorder, Sharlene Myers.  Vice-Chairman, Linda Chase, was absent.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Mr. Libby said the Annual Report is dedicated each year to an outstanding person(s) in the community.  He said this year’s Annual Report is dedicated to Richard Cadigan.  Mr. Libby read the dedication from the report.

Presentation by the New Gloucester Veteran’s Monument Committee

William Kiley, member of the New Gloucester Veteran’s Monument Committee, said there are 875 Veteran’s in the Town of New Gloucester and the ten member committee was formed with a goal of working together to construct a monument to honor these veterans who have served our country.   He said McCann Fabrication has donated a piece of property on Route 100 in Upper Village and the committee has met with a monument company for design sketches.  Mr. Kiley said the committee would like the support of the Board to move forward.   He said the monument costs will be approximately $60,000-$65,000 and donations are being accepted and can be mailed to: Veteran’s Monument Committee or New Gloucester Historical Society, P. O. Box 531, New Gloucester, Maine, 04260. 
Mr. Libby said this information could also be placed on the Town website and Channel 3.

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion that the Board of Selectmen supports the efforts of the Veteran’s Monument Committee and details are to be worked out with the Town Manager.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.


B.
Presentation of the MSAD 15 Proposed FY13 Budget

Alan Rich, Chairman of the MSAD #15 School Board, said the Board is approximately two-thirds of the way through the school budget process.   He said some of the additions/reductions to the budget are:  additional facilities scheduler who will also assist the Athletic Director; additional high school math teacher; International Baccalaureate Coordinator; additional high school secretary; grant writer; .5 reduction of high school history teacher; .4 reduction of a Spanish teach; and the Library Ed-tech positions are still being looked at.  He said as the school budget stands right now, the increase to New Gloucester’s tax rate would be seven cents per thousand.  He said there are two more budget workshops scheduled on April 5th and April 25th, and the public is welcomed at these workshops to discuss the budget.  Mr. Rich said the School District website with the new logo was released this week and an assembly has been scheduled for April 12th for the official unveiling.

Other
Steven Hathorne, resident, said fishing season started on April 1st and the dam at Stevens Brook is still in disrepair.   

Ted Shane, Public Works Director, said MDOT looked at the bridge abutment but not the dam.  He said he agrees it does need work but doesn’t believe this is the time of year to fix the problem.

Mr. Hathorne said the boards need to be replaced so water stays in the fishing pond and offered to help replace them.  He said if they aren’t replaced soon he is afraid Inland Fisheries and Wildlife will not stock the pond if the water is too low.

Mr. Libby asked the Town Manager to look into this situation.

page 10, Item 18 Dozer Blade, 18.1, second sentence, after the word be, add “nine (9) foot minimum and”

page 10, Item 18 Dozer Blade, remove 18.2

page 11, Item 21 Trade In, after the first sentence, add the following sentence “The Town may retain the grader for separate sale.”

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. Libby seconded a motion to approve the Public Works Grader bid specifications with amendments as stated and if funding is approved at Town Meeting, send out for bid on May 8th.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

Mr. Field said United Way contacted Sandi Lebel, Deputy Treasurer, and they would like to donate between $750-$2,000, to the Town of New Gloucester for Fuel Assistance.  He said he is seeking the Board’s approval to accept this donation.  He said according to the State Statues, the Town can accept and administer funds per the proper guidelines without revealing the recipient.

Mr. Libby said recalling a previous discussion the Board had concerning a fuel assistance donation, there were issues with keeping the recipient’s name confidential if the funds were distributed through the Town.   He said he is in favor of this and asked the Town Manager to contact Opportunity Alliance (PROP) and Maine Municipal Association to see if this can be done in an appropriate manner that would allow confidentiality.  He also asked Mr. Field to contact other town managers to see if they accept fuel assistance funds and how the distribution is handled.

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. Libby seconded a motion to table this item until the next meeting and asked the Town Manager to look into this further.   The motion carried on a vote of 3-1, with Mr. Stevens opposing.
