CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER & ATTENDANCE

Adjustments to the Agenda
Mr. Berry said under Written Communications on the Agenda, it should read Approve Minutes of the July 2, 2012, Board of Assessor’s and Board of Selectmen’s meeting.   All Selectmen were in agreement.

4.12
To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Awarding of Sand & Gravel Bids

Mr. Libby read the recommendation from Ted Shane, Public Works Director. “I am   recommending awarding the following: Winter Sand bid to M-T Pit, New Gloucester, ME; Sub-base and Base Gravel to Portland Sand & Gravel, Gray, ME; and Standard and MDOT Surface to Pike Industries, Westbrook, ME.  Calculations were done based on:  mileage to and from  the Public Works shed to the loading area of the Contractors pit; labor rate is the average of Public Works employees; and fuel is based on 3.5 mpg, which is average of the trucks.  St. Laurent & Sons was the low bidder on the Standard & MDOT surface gravel.  The pit is located in Sabattus; round trip from the shop is 30 miles as opposed to Pike Industries pit of 10.5; and the fuel cost alone would be $26.50 per trip.” 

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to award the following bids:  Winter Sand $2.50 /cubic yard to M-T Pit, New Gloucester, ME; Sub-base Gravel $5.00 /cubic yard and Base Gravel $5.00 /cubic yard to Portland Sand & Gravel, Gray, ME; and Standard Surface $7.49 /cubic yard and MDOT Surface $8.96 /cubic yard to Pike Industries, Westbrook, ME.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Quitclaim Deed for Tax Acquired Property


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to sign the Quitclaim Deed for Map 2 Lot 17.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Game of Chance Lucky 7 Application from Lunn-Hunnewell Post #6


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to approve the Game of Chance Lucky 7 Application for Lunn-Hunnewell Post #6 and noting there have been no violations or complaints per the Code Enforcement Officer.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Maine Turnpike Authority Quitclaim Deed
Mr. Libby read a memo from John D. Roberts, Right of Way Manager for the Maine Turnpike Authority (MTA).  “The MTA acquired land in 2008 to re-align the Mayall Road and reconstruct the bridge.   As the result of that realignment, land was to be conveyed to the Town of New Gloucester to encompass the new alignment and drainage improvements.  The MTA for many years worked with the Town of New Gloucester and your predecessors to reconstruct the Mayall Road Bridge.  This included many meetings with the Town of New Gloucester and it officials, Legislators, and the abutters.  Part of the process was to come to agreement on a new alignment for the bridge so that it would have the least amount of impact on the abutters and would be both safe and cost effective for the MTA to construct and maintain.  The project is complete with the exception of the parcel to be conveyed to the Town of New Gloucester.  Enclosed is a copy of the draft deed and copies of the two plans showing the land to be conveyed.  After you have reviewed this information and decided who the point person is, would you kindly advise us if there is any other information you need and to whom the executed deed should be delivered to.  Thank you for your assistance with this matter.” 

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to make the Town Manager the point person and the deed be executed to him.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Maine Municipal Association Election Ballot

Mr. Libby read the following memo from Maine Municipal Association (MMA). “Each year member municipalities have an opportunity to vote on the election of the proposed MMA Vice President and municipal officials to serve on the MMA Executive Committee.   A five-member Nominating Committee is appointed to review nominations submitted by municipal officials and conduct interviews with those municipal officials qualifying and interested in serving as the MMA Vice President.  The MMA Nominating Committee completed its task to put forth a Proposed Slate of Nominees for 2013.  This information was mailed to member municipalities along with information on the petition process as established in the MMA Bylaws.  It is now time for each member municipality to cast its official vote.   The MMA Voting Ballot must be signed by a majority of the municipal officers or a municipal official designated by a majority of the municipal officers, and received by the Maine Municipal Association as noted above.”  Mr. Libby said the nominees are:  Vice President, Peter Nielsen, Town Manager Town of Oakland; Directors, John Butler, Jr., Councilor City of Lewiston; Michael Crooker, Town Manager Town of Gorham; and Marianne Moore, Councilor City of Calais.



Mr. McHenry moved Mr. Berry seconded a motion to sign the voting ballot for Vice President, Peter Nielsen, and Directors, John Butler, Jr., Michael Crooker, and Marianne Moore.  The motion carried on a vote of 4-0-1, with Mr. Libby abstaining.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Board & Committee Cell Phone Use Policy


Mr. Berry said he is proposing a cell phone use policy for all meetings conducting Town of New Gloucester business.  He said is it very distracting to someone speaking when a cell phone rings.

Mr. Stevens said he is not opposed to the policy but said he has used his phone in meetings to look up something pertinent to that meeting.


Mr. McHenry said he is not opposed to the policy but wants to make sure this does not infringe on the public’s right to record a meeting.   He said in section four, the word “should” should be replaced with the word “shall”.  He said he would like to see the last line of section one removed.
Ms. Chase says she is on call 24/7 and will place the phone on vibrate in her pocket.   She said she has used her phone during budget committee meetings as a calculator.


Mr. Libby said he agrees with Mr. Stevens.   He said he has no problem if the phone is used properly, to look up information or for emergency messages or calls.  Mr. Libby asked the Town Manager to have Maine Municipal legal department review the draft policy.


Ms. Chase moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to table this item and the Town Manager to have Maine Municipal legal department review the draft policy.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Selectmen Liaison – Cumberland County Finance Committee

Mr. Field read the following memo from Stephen Gorden, Cumberland County Commissioner: “I must plead guilty to causing confusion about this topic.   Our charter calls for communities to propose elected members to the County’s Finance Committee, those members to caucus and select two from each District.  If that does not occur, then the County Commissioner from that District may solicit and select elected individuals to fill the appointments.  Since no communities had proposed any elected individuals to the caucus, I jumped the gun and started soliciting individuals; Nat was one of those individuals suggested and did respond.   If this has caused an issue for your community, please inform me as to how I might remedy it.  Will gladly meet, if that will assist.”   Mr. Field said he also received a call from David Lunt, CDBG Municipal Oversight Committee member, and he wanted to correct the agenda, stating there is no longer a Cumberland County Budget Advisory Committee and that it is now the Cumberland County Finance Committee.   
Mr. Stevens moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to appoint Nathaniel Berry IV as Selectman Liaison for the Cumberland County Finance Committee.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-0-1, with Mr. Berry abstaining.

Mr. Libby said there should be a Selectmen Liaison to the New Gloucester Water District.   He said this is a non-voting position.  He said he has attended all the Water District meetings and he would like to be appointed the liaison.

Nathaniel Berry IV – no comments.
Linda Chase – said she wanted to remind everyone to please check on your elderly neighbors during this hot and humid weather.  She also asked everyone to not leave their pets in the car during this weather.  Ms. Chase asked Mr. Field if he knows why there are markings on the road at the corner of Route 100/Bald Hill Road.   Mr. Field said he believed it was for MDOT work on culverts and ditching on Bald Hill Road. Mr. Libby asked the Town Manager to research this.

Steven Libby – said he handed out a Selectmen Liaison draft policy and would like this on a future agenda. Mr. Libby said the New Gloucester Little League Senior Softball Team are Maine State Champions and are going to the Eastern Regional playoffs in Worcester, Massachusetts, at the end of July. Mr. Field said he received a letter from Michael Sherwood, with a proposal for area Towns to get together and have one large display of fireworks at the old Brunswick Naval Air Station. Mr. Field said he receive four complaints about fireworks in New Gloucester.   He said all were within the boundary of the State law.

Mr. Field said vandalism has struck again at the Rowe Station Recreation Area.  He said the porta-potty was burned to the ground.  He said the State Police have been notified and are investigating.   Mr. Field said if anyone has any information to please contact the State Police.  Mr. Field said he apologizes to anyone using the Recreation Area as there are no facilities there at this time.

Mr. Libby said the Board as a whole, received one complaint on fireworks.  He said he encourage that person to attend the next Public Safety meeting when discussions about a Fire Works ordinance will take place.
