Citizens Town Meeting Concerns
New Gloucester residents Debra May, Sean Chayer, Martha Bartlett, Ryan Tripp, Roger Hicks, Carl Overcash, Jerry Witham, Harold Bartlett, Terry Hicks and Robin May all spoke to the Board about their concerns with the February 16, 2013 Special Town Meeting.   Ms. May presented a Letter of Request to the Board with approximately 180 signatures, asking to hold another Special Town Meeting so everyone could get a chance to vote.   She said the Saturday date was the beginning of school vacation week and not the normal Monday town meeting day.  Other concerns stated by the residents included: the proper adjournment procedure was not followed; not everyone could hear the moderator; no vote by paper ballot; and not everyone who raised their hands was a registered voter in the Town.
The Board asked Mr. Field to look verify the petition signatures and to discuss with the Town attorney about holding another Special Town Meeting for a revote.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Public Work’s Listing of Roads to Post
Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to approve the Public Works 2013 listing of roads to be posted, as presented, beginning on March 6, 2013 through May 15, 2013, or sooner as deemed appropriate by the Public Works Director, with the following: the Public Works Director will utilize standard D.O.T. signs; signs are to be signed by the Public Works Director and include the Public Works Garage phone number; and exemptions will not be charged a fee.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-1, with Mr. Libby opposing.

Mr. Field said the stove currently in the Community Building is a commercial grade gas stove and currently not being used due to having to light the pilot light each time and posing a safety issue.  He said the stove was purchased in 2001and is in good operating condition.  Mr. Field said he has been approached by a resident who is interested in purchasing the stove.   


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to advertise the sale of the stove on the Town website, Channel 3, Town Hall and Town Library, for a period of two weeks and the Town Manager open all bids and award the bid to the highest bidder.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.
