Adjustments to the Agenda 
Ms. Chase moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to add Item 4.92, To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Historical Review Committee.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to add Item 4.93, To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Executive Session for Land Acquisition/Disposition.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Presentation by Maine Turnpike Authority regarding the Snow Hill Road Bridge


Dan Morin and Scott Warchol, representatives from the Maine Turnpike Authority (MTA), spoke to the Board concerning the upcoming replacement of the Snow Hill Road Bridge.   They said the construction project was awarded to Wyman & Simpson, who did the Chandler Mill Road Bridge last year; the height of the Bridge will be raised from 14’4” to 15”6”; the width of the Bridge will be the same but the lanes themselves will go from 11’ with 1’ curb to 12’ with minimal curbing; steel rails and a 4’ chain link fence will be installed, which will help with snow in the winter months; start date is scheduled for the day after school ends; and completion of the Bridge will be by Thanksgiving in November.

Mr. Libby asked the MTA representatives to schedule a meeting with the Town Manager, Fire/Rescue Chief and Public Works Director, to discuss the time schedules of the project.   He also asked about notification to the surrounding abutters.


Mr. Morin said mailings will be sent to neighbors as well as a door to door campaign to help keep everyone up to date on the project.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to the FY2014 Budget Schedule

Mr. Field said he drafted a Budget Schedule working back from the new Town Meeting date of June 3rd.  He said he wasn’t sure when the meetings/discussions in Augusta are taking place on taxation and revenue sharing.


The Board set the following dates: June 3rd, Annual Town Meeting; May 13th, sign the warrant; May 6th, first reading of the warrant; May 1st, Budget Public Hearing; April 23rd, notice the Public Hearing; April 17th, Budget Committee Meeting; and April 16th, Selectmen’s Workshop.

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to approve the Budget Schedule as discussed and staff to determine meeting locations and information be posted to the Town website.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.


Mr. McHenry asked if the draft budget the Board received in their packets would be posted to the Town website.

Mr. Field said yes.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Town Hall Parking Lot


Ted Shane, Public Works Director, said he estimates the following for the Town Hall Parking lot:  paving, $36,000; Excavator, $5,000; Gravel, $5,000; and striping $500.  He said the estimate does not include surface pavement, which he is recommending waiting five years before placing it down. Mr. Shane said he would like to remove the hot top to find out what is below the surface and even out some of the slopes.   

Mr. Libby said he is concerned with the impervious surface and if the footprint will change.  He said the long range plan conceptual drawing allows for increased parking and will forward a copy of the drawing.


Mr. Shane said he could meet with Mr. Field and Selectmen to review the plan.

Mr. McHenry asked if the CIP Committee should review this information.


Mr. Libby said the information can be forwarded to them for review.


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion for Ted Shane, Public Works Director, Mr. Field, Town Manager, and Mr. Libby, Selectman Chairman, meet and finalize the footprint and cost of the Town Hall Paving; forward the information to the CIP Committee for their review and input; and the Board of Selectmen be copied on email.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Ms. Chase said the Land Management Planning Committee (LMPC), would like to form a committee, based on information from the recent Public Hearing on the Historic Resource Overlay.  She said they would like a three-person committee to make a recommendation to the Planning Board on the visual compatibility of a project within the Historic Resource Overlay; and a bibliography to be developed to help guide the project developer as well as the committee, which would include appropriate architectural examples, historical truth, pictures, etc.  


Mr. Libby said if the Selectmen appointed a committee and gave them this task and/or mission, it would infringe on what the Planning Board is charged to do.  He said an Ad-hoc Committee could be formed and their mission would be to develop a bibliography for the Planning Board.


McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion for the Paul First, Town Planner, to send a memo updating the Board along with minutes and next step from the Public Hearing; and if applicable, schedule a joint meeting to review changes.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

He said if the permit is granted, it would allow Casella Corp. to bypass the MMWAC facility.

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to direct the Town Manager, acting as MMWAC Representative, to update the pertinent fields and sign the letter of opposition on behalf of the Board of Selectmen and sent to Heather Parent, Hearing Officer, Maine Department of Environmental Protection, with regard to the Juniper Ridge Landfill application.
