1. Call to Order

Jean Libby called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm, and noted that all members were present.  She reminded the public that there was a vacancy on the Planning Board and encouraged interested residents to apply. 

2. Approval of Minutes October 21, 2014

J. Couturier made a motion to approve the minutes of October 21, 2014.  Seconded by M.  Leighton.  Approved 6-0.  

3. 	Amendment to Subdivision Plan

Residential-Commercial District and Groundwater Protection Overlay District

W. Johnston explained that the amendment was needed both because of the Ordinance requirement that revisions to subdivisions be reviewed by the Board and to clarify a discrepancy between an existing subdivision plan and a more recently filed deed for a lot within the subdivision which was causing title issues. 

Amy Arata made a motion to approve the amendment.  Seconded by M.  Leighton.  Approved 6-0.

4. Amendment to Subdivision Plan

Rural Residential District 

W. Johnston explained that the amendment was a change to an existing subdivision, thus needing Board approval, and that the revised lot line would allow the applicant to meet the 30-foot side setback requirement for this District, resolving title issues.  

A. Arata  made a motion to approve the amendment.  Seconded by M.  Leighton.  Approved 6-0.  

A. Arata made a motion to authorize the Board to sign the Findings of Fact.  Seconded by M. Leighton.  Approved 6-0.  

5. Reminder of January 26 Joint Meeting and Review of Proposed Ordinance Changes.

J. Libby encouraged Board members to attend this joint meeting.  W. Johnston reviewed the two proposed changes with the Board:  The first change would exempt forested wetlands and wetlands less than 1/10 of an acre from additional buffering requirements.
  
The second change would add the term “roads” to a section of the ordinance requiring the upgrading of roads and driveways serving more than three lots.  Some limited Board discussion ensued, but it felt that the joint meeting would be the best forum for more discussion. 

6. Other Businesses 

W. Johnston reported that the Maine Municipal Association would be holding several training workshops for Planning Board and Board of Appeals members, and encouraged board members to attend.  J. Couturier said he’d be interested in attending the February 10 session which will be held in Augusta.
