1. Call to Order
	S. Coggeshall called the meeting to order at 5:38 pm. 
2. Other Business   (taken out of order)
W. Johnston reported that a landowner who had planned to come before the committee to discuss a possible change to the sign ordinance would not be appearing, but may make a short presentation at a future meeting. 
3. Approval of Minutes of 4-8-15
A motion was made by L. Zuckerman to approve the minutes. Seconded by C. Davison. 
Approved 3-0-2 
4. Discussion of Interim Upper Village Zoning District
	W. Johnston handed out a revised version of the Upper Village Zoning District, with changes from the previous draft highlighted.  There were the following discussion points:
· The committee showed general support for the provision that pre-existing commercial uses would be allowed to expand beyond the 4,000 square foot threshold.
· W. Johnston stated that the listing of allowed uses may still need some work to be consistent with existing ordinance provision, but that he’d ask the committee to tackle this at a future meeting.
· Several committee members saw problems with the proposed standard on new lot creation, and W. Johnston proposed eliminating the standard.
· There was some discussion regarding the extent to which the new district should have strict standards regarding signs and how referencing the existing provisions regarding signs in the existing Village District may be problematic.
· The so-called “Transitional” area identified in the Master Plan was discussed, and concerns were addressed about development pressures on the area north of whatever the boundary for new Village District ends and the R-C District begins. 
· Although there was agreement regarding the urgency of the above  issue, there was also discussion of extent to which significant changes to the RC zone might affect public support for or delay adoption of revised UV District standards.  For the next meeting, W. Johnston said he’d provide a comparison of the RC and RB1 zoning.  
5. Adjournment 
A motion was made and seconded to adjourn at 7:05 pm.  Approved 5-0.
