1. Call to Order

3.  Discussion of Revisions to Upper Village Plan
W. Johnston provided an overview of what changes he had made in the draft of the Upper Village Plan and asked the Committee for its feedback, both on a conceptual level and on individual sections, which he ran through. 

In general, committee members expressed their support for the approach taken in the revisions, and felt that that the draft was almost ready for additional public vetting and possible special Town Meeting vote.  

There was extended discussion on the following points:
· That the draft might provide a bit more information on innovative zoning techniques such as contract and form-based zoning.
· That at future public sessions, it will be helpful to have information about the extent of the Rte. 100 right of way, and the implication of reduced setback requirements. 
· That there will probably be a need for an Upper Village Plan implementation committee perhaps made up of representatives of different existing standing committees as well as residents of the area itself.
· That it may be make sense to couple the public workshop on the plan with the public hearing on the interim zoning changes that will take place September 1. 

W. Johnston said he’d continue to make some refinements, with an emphasis on the appendices for the plan, which he’d try to have ready for the next meeting.
