1. Call to Order
	The meeting was called to order at 5:30 pm at the New Gloucester Meetinghouse.  
 
2. Approval of Minutes of 8-12-15 Meeting
L. Zuckerman made a motion to approve the minutes. Seconded by L. Chase.  Approved 4-0-2.  The minutes from both meetings were approved.  

3.  Discussion of Next Steps Regarding Interim Upper Village Zoning 
There was an extended discussion about how to best proceed with the proposed Interim Upper Village Zoning amendments in light of the recent public hearing and a question on whether correction of an error from the public hearing draft regarding signs constituted a “substantive change” which might necessitate holding another public hearing.  W. Johnston stated that he’d be seeking legal advice on this addition.  It was also felt that that the Planning Board and Selectman should weigh in.  

There was also discussion of whether to leave in the proposed draft the prohibition on “convenience stores with gas pumps.”  Several committee members expressed their viewpoint that the provision should remain in place.  Ryan Tripp, owner of Rosanna’s Restaurant in the Upper Village asked the Committee to remove the prohibition. He described his future plans to install gas pumps in conjunction with his existing business.  

L. Zuckerman reiterated that any zoning that is adopted could and should be revised as conditions change.  Several committee members expressed support for moving forward with the zoning proposal as written. 

L. Zuckerman made a motion, seconded by S. Coggeshall, that the proposed ordinance not be revised (other than the correction regarding the sign provision).  The motion was amended to include the recommendation to the Selectmen that the proposed changes be put on a warrant for a Special Town Meeting.  Approved 4-1-1.  

4.  Discussion of Next Steps Regarding and Upper Village Plan
[bookmark: _GoBack]G. Colby proposed a number of changes to the traffic circulation pattern as proposed in the Upper Village Plan. Other committee members provided information on how the plan evolved to its present form, and there was a discussion of what constitutes a “village.” Some tentative dates were put forward on when to possibly hold another workshop on the Plan.  W. Johnston said he’d look into the upcoming schedule.
