1. Call to Order
	The meeting was called to order at 5:35 pm at the New Gloucester Meetinghouse.  
 
2. Approval of Minutes of 9-9-15 Meeting
Approval of the minutes was tabled due to the lack of a quorum.   

3.  Discussion of Next Steps Regarding Proposed Upper Village Master Plan and Interim Zoning
W. Johnston provided an update on the proposed interim changes to the Upper Village. The Town Attorney had determined that a change to the public hearing draft regarding did not constitute a substantive change, and that the amendments did not need to back to public hearing. At its last meeting, the LMPC had recommended to the Selectman that the amendments be placed on a Special Town Meeting warrant for approval (pending resolution of question regarding signs). The Selectmen would be discussing that recommendation at their meeting on October 5.

Johnston sensed the majority of committee members supported the approach of moving forward on the interim zoning standards and leaving possible adoption of the Upper Village Plan for a later time. L. Chase reported on the discussion of this topic at the last Selectman’s meeting. She had explained to the Board why the LMPC felt the item should go to special as opposed to regular Town Meeting, and why a vote on the zoning might occur before a vote on the plan. The Board had requested that the Town Planner and LMPC members attend its next meeting.

W. Johnston proposed an alternative approach in which certain elements of the Upper Village Plan could be adopted as an amendment to the Comprehensive Plan, or as a policy resolution – thus giving the zoning standards addition backing.  The two committee members expressed general support for this approach. There was some discussion regarding the timing of when the Selectmen would read/sign the warrant, and whether a Special Town Meeting could happen as early as October, or would need to wait until November. 

W. Johnston urged committee members to attend the Selectman’s Meeting on October 5.
