II. Approval of  Minutes 
September 9:  L. Zuckerman made a motion to approve the minutes.  Seconded by S. Coggeshall.  Approved: 4-01

III. Update on Selectman actions regarding Interim Upper Village Zoning Amendments and Upper Village Plan
W. Johnston updated the committee on developments since the last meeting. There had been further discussion with Selectmen of the idea putting on the upcoming Special Town Meeting warrant a resolution asking for general support for the Upper Village Plan. It was felt that there were  some disadvantages in seeking adoption for the plan document, which is still evolving, but that a general endorsement would give credibility to the UV planning effort, and lend support to the proposed ordinance changes for the area, which would also be on the warrant. The Selectman had given the proposed warrant articles a first reading and had endorsed the Upper Village plan as a “working document.”  The Selectmen would give the items a second reading at their next meeting.  
The location of and date for the Special Town Meeting haven’t been nailed down, but a meeting at the AmVets in the middle of November is a good possibility.  
IV. 	Discussion of public outreach strategy regarding upcoming Special Town Meeting
There was a discussion about how to best publicize the Special Town Meeting. There was a consensus that there should be a town-wide notification (EDDM), a large well-placed sign, and materials at the Fire Station on Election Day.  Copies of the materials would be available on-line and at the Town Office front desk.  
IV. Discussion of next steps 
A number of ideas were forwarded for what the Committee should focus on next. They included reexamining the zoning between the Upper Village and Auburn, signs, impervious surface standards, and the issue of materials from other locations being brought to local properties for processing without any sort of review.
