I. Call to Order
	The meeting was called to order at approximately 5:35 pm.  
II. Approval of  Minutes  of May 25, 2016 Meeting 
· Item tabled due to lack of quorum. . 
III. Presentation/Discussion on Route 100 Corridor Characteristics
W. Johnston gave a Powerpoint slideshow highlighting Route 100 land use patterns, zoning and constraints.  
Discussion Takeaways:
· That it may make sense to eliminate the small Village District along Route 100.  
· That the RB1 zone with its large setbacks and limited commercial uses may not be particularly business-friendly. On the hand, it may serve to discourage strip development and push new businesses toward the RC and UV districts.
· The general consensus was that the Route 100 zoning needed a major revamping as opposed to tweaking.
· W. Johnston said he would be providing more information regarding acreages of suitable land for development along the corridor and some of the original thinking behind the RB1 District. 

IV. Discussion of Proposed Housekeeping Changes
W. Johnston reviewed language for zoning housekeeping changes. 
1.  Notification of abutters to new commercial project and conversion. 
This change would require applicants to notify abutters when they are proposing a new commercial use or a conversion to a commercial use.  The Committee was supportive of this change. 
2.  Standard on Importation of Materials from Offsite
This standard was aimed at providing some regulation/oversight of the practice of materials being brought into a site from other locations for processing.  The Committee was generally supportive of this addition.   
3.  Accessory Residential Structures in Village, Upper Village and R-C Districts
This change would allow accessory residential uses in Village and RC Districts to be reviewed by the CEO, not Planning Board.  The Committee was supportive of this change. 

4.	  Minor Additions in Historic District Overlay
This change would allow minor additions (less than 200 square feet) in the Historic Resource Overlay District to be reviewed by the CEO, not Planning Board, if they are not visible from the road.  The Committee was generally supportive of this change, although it was decided that to be eligible, the addition should not be visible from the road or neighboring properties. 
5.	Minor Additions in All Zones except Historic Resource Overlay and Shoreland Districts. 
This change would allow minor additions (less than 200 square feet) in all zoning districts except the ones noted above, with CEO, rather than Planning Board approval. The Committee was generally supportive of this change.
V. Discussion of Approach to Home Occupations 
The committee continued discussion of possible changes to the home occupation standards which was begun at the previous meeting. The discussion centered on the how higher-impact home occupations should be treated. Areas of general consensus were that some of the current prescriptive standards might be relaxed, but that the focus should be on environmental and nuisance impacts.  There might also be certain higher-impact uses that are not allowed as home occupations, and/or that some  activities might be tied to lot size.  
W. Johnston stated that he would create draft language that the committee could review at a future meeting.   
VI.  Adjourn 
Next meeting is tentatively scheduled for August 24.  G. Colby made a motion to adjourn.  Seconded by L. Zuckerman.  Approved 5-0.  The meeting was adjourned at approximately 6:55 pm.    
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
