Where the district’s supply line is to be extended, a written statement from the Fire Chief, stating approval of the location of fire hydrants, if any, and a written statement from the district approving the design of the extension shall be submitted.

	The location, names and present widths of existing and proposed streets, highways, easements, building lines, parks and other open spaces on or adjacent to the subdivision. These lines shall be tied to reference points previously established.  The length of all straight lines, the deflection angles radii, length of curves and central angles of curves, tangent distances and tangent bearings for each street shall be included.

Trip generation rates used shall be the mean value reported the latest addition Trip Generation, published by the Institute of Transportation Engineers.
