includes ballfields and a tenrasid basketbatiourti the Fairgrounds provides immediatgoptunities

for improvement and increased viabilith.n a 2014 survey conducted by t
Recreation Committee, respondents showed strong support for Fairgrounds master planning and for
making improvementsThis finding echoed similar sentantsstated in public forumthat significant
improvements should be preceded hpetedplanning effort. Accordingly, éginning in January

2015, the Committee began meeting twice monthly to dexeelop A A c tofootie Fargr@und to

guide future investments.

The Committee recogres that even implementatiamiented plans should be consistent with aerall
approach to recreatioifthis action plan, therefore, sets forth several goals and overarching principles
aimed at guiding all of its reeational improvement efforté\s time permits, the Committee also plans
to continue with efforts to create an overall recreation plan for the town.

In addition, although the Committee feels that a key to success at the Fairgrounds is to focus efforts and
resources there, it shouldtrize at the expense of the maintenance of existing recreational assets,
particularly Rowe Station facility. Accordingly, this plan includédantenance and Management

The FRairground now experiences moderate seasonal use for organized sports and other more
passive pursuits such as walking the track. But it is generall

3. Funding of Improvements and Maintenance

Lack of fundshasbeen a obviousmpediment to Fairground
investment. With the community challenged to nmeeticneedssuch
as schools, roads and public safety, it is understandablieitioirng
recreation impovements is viewedsaalower priority. Significant
capital reserve funds have been accumulated in Parks and Recre:
budget, butvithout a targeted plan for impvements, voterhave beemesitate to release this funds
for specific improvementsThis plan offera clear funding strategy for short and redm
investments with a focus goursuit ofother sources akvenue beyond the property tax and
bonding.

4. Vandalism and security

Over the yearshe Fairgrounds hawexperienced isolated incidents of vandalema property
damage. DuetotiHea c i felatively Badated locatioon the fringe of a residential araad the
secluded nature of some ot the site, concempersistegarding security. This plan suggests
that increased use is the basecdotéo this problemalthough there are also measures that can be
taken in planningrad implementation that improve security for the facility.

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5. Balancinguse and improvement withwellhead protectionand protection of river resource

Two, is tobeginplanning for and develop financing strategy topgrade Field fea B into a high
quality playing surdce, including installationf anirrigation system. This will serve to move the
primary playing field area away from tipeblic water system welhead area and to provide a more
centralized location near the proposed pavilion. In the longer term, ials@prove dsirable to make
improvement to Field Area @ provide additional spcfteld opportunities.
