He said his wife, Chongae, is on the CIP Committee and they both went and visited the Fire/Rescue Department, Public Works and the Transfer Station. He said they were enlightened and it was an eye opener to see the condition of the equipment and why these departments are submitting their requests to the CIP Committee.  He urged all Committee/Board members to spend the time and visit these departments.

Town Manager
Mr. Field said at the last Board of Selectmen’s meeting there was discussion concerning the newly acquired John Deere loader for Public Works.   He said the loader does have a full locking front differential per the bid and a limited slip rear differential, as according to the bid specifications.   He said there was also a 15-year extended inspection contract purchased in addition to the manufacturer’s warranty.  
Mr. Field said there was a question on the Community Fair fireworks payment at the last meeting.   He said the vendor cancelled the fireworks due to the high winds.  He said the initial payment for the deposit will be retained by the vendor and applied to the deposit for next year.  The final payment was never given to the vendor and the check has been returned to the Town Office. 

Mr. Field said an Audit was done on General Assistance during the week and is happy to report that the Town is in full compliance.
Mr. Field said he received a letter from Mr. Gary Girardin, who resides in Florida and owns land off of Penney Road.   He said Mr. Girardin would like to transfer the 6.8 acres of undeveloped property to the Town of New Gloucester.   He said this property is adjacent to the river.  Mr. Libby said if the Board is interested and there is no cost to the Town, they could direct the Town Manager to have a discussion with the land owner.

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to consider the transfer of the 6.8 acres of undeveloped property to the Town of New Gloucester and have the Town Manager contact the land owner, Mr. Gary Girardin.   The motion carried on vote of 4-0.
Mr. Field said due to the much needed replacement of chairs for some of the office staff, there has been inquiry by employees concerning purchasing the old chairs.   He said there is also an accumulation of printers.  Mr. Field asked if he could offer these for sale to the employees.  The Board was in agreement that the Town Manager could offer these items for sale to the employees.
