Senator, Lois Snowe-Mello
Ms. Snowe-Mello said she was sworn into office this past week.  She said the first session will be January 5th and discussions this year will start with changes in the rules on how the Senate is functioning, health reform, and tax reform. C. Commissioner, Susan Witonis

Ms. Witonis said she begins her term as Commissioner on January 1st.   She said the first issues of discussion will be the redistricting of the Cumberland County Charter and the Cumberland County Civic Center.   She said she plans come back in February to update the Board of Selectmen on the progress of those issues.
D. Charter Commission, David Lunt

Mr. Lunt said he is no longer a Cumberland County Charter Commission member as the Charter passed in November after two years of hard work.   He said he would like to thank everyone who had input in the process and hopes to keep the process transparent as it goes forward.   He said Charter Members have been invited back to the help with the redistricting process. E. Sheriff, Kevin Joyce

Mr. Joyce said he would like to thank everyone who voted for him.   He said he is a 25-year veteran of the Sheriff’s Department and starting working his newly elected position on December 1st.   He said he is excited to start working with the communities.   He said some of the focus of the department will be on protecting the senior citizens from those that take advantage of them, youth athletics, bullying prevention, traffic enforcement and fugitive files.   He said community policing is encouraged, as the citizens are the eyes of the Sheriff’s Department.

PUBLIC HEARING on Proposed Time Warner Cable Franchise Agreement
Mr. Libby opened the public hearing at 7:31 p.m.  
Pat Scully, Town Attorney, said the Time Warner Cable Franchise Agreement is a lease agreement between the Town and the Cable Company that allows the Cable Company to run its wires down the public roads.  He said this Agreement is effective January 1, 2011 through December 31, 2020
There were no public comments.  Mr. Libby closed the Public Hearing at 7:36 p.m.

Penny Hilton, Wanda Brissette, Ellie Fellers, Melanie Craig, Jean Couturier, and Pamela Slye spoke to the Board concerning the motion to revisit the decision of increasing the Budget Committee Membership by three.
Mr. Libby said six days previous, his business suffered fire damage that has been determined by the State Fire Marshall as arson.  He said two trucks and part of the building were damaged along with smoke damage throughout. Mr. Libby thanked Gary Sacco, Fire/Rescue Chief, and his department for their quick actions in responding to the call.   He said the end result could have been a lot worse.

He said one member, Andrew Litcher, was on the Committee but did not attend the meetings due to a wrong email address and meeting information was not received.  Mr. Libby asked the Mr. Field to look at the tape of the June 15, 2009 meeting to see if the appointment of Larry Zuckerman, at that meeting, was to replace Mr. Litcher.


Ms. Chase moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to set the number of Budget Committee members at 10 or 11, depending on the status of Mr. Litcher.
Mr. Libby said one of the reasons it was delayed until this meeting is this issue is a very emotional one.  He said he could not support an even number of members for the Committee.

Ms. Chase withdrew her motion and Mr. McHenry withdrew his second.


Ms. Chase moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to set the number of Budget Committee members at eleven, including Andrew Litcher, and if it is determined after research the number of members are ten, the opening is to be advertised for a one-year term.    The motion carried on a vote of 3-1, with Mr. Libby opposing.

Mr. McHenry said he would like to propose creating an ADHOC Committee on appointments, with two Selectmen and the Town Manager, to evaluate Committee applicants and other related policies and report at the February 7th Selectmen’s meeting.

Mr. Libby suggested Mr. McHenry submit this documents to the Town Manager for a future agenda item.

Mr. McHenry withdrew his motion.
