CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER & ATTENDANCE 

Chairman, Steven Libby, called the meeting to order at 7:01 a.m.  Present were Chairman, Steven Libby; Vice-Chairman, Linda Chase; Selectmen, Nathaniel Berry, Joshua McHenry and Mark Stevens; Town Manager, Sumner Field; and Recorder, Sharlene Myers.

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to add Item 4.78, To See What Action the Board Wishes to take in Regard to Scheduling a Joint Meeting with the Planning Board and Land Management Planning Committee Concerning Proposed Revisions to the Historic Resource Overlay and Village Districts.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Special Town Meeting Warrant, Endorsement of the Interlocal Agreement, Water Service Ordinance, and Fairgrounds Easement 

Mr. Libby said since the Special Town Meeting on January 16th, the Water District Trustees on January 23rd, scheduled a meeting with the 48 property owners on the proposed project and the meeting went well. He said a Workshop was held on Saturday, January 26th and approximately 75 were in attendance.  He said a question of fluoride in the water was discussed and answered and overall, the meeting went well.   He said proposed amendments made since the Special Town Meeting were well received:  the mandatory hookups applies to only those on the waterline;   those with non-contaminated wells can use them for non-sanitary purposes such as water gardens, pools, etc.; and a full agricultural exemption.   Mr. Libby said 45 of the 48 have agreed to hook up to the waterline; of the other three, one property is vacant, the owner lives in New Hampshire, one the Town Planner has not been able to contact, and one is a special case and the Trustees will work with that owner.  He said multiple businesses on a single property will have individual meters.  He said the documents have been revised, attorneys have reviewed them, CDBG is all set, and Rural Development is still in the process of reviewing them.  Mr. Libby said the wording in question concerns the 100% hookup fees, increasing from $189,601 to $212,000 (increase of $22,400); this increase may need to be a separate bullet on the warrant article.   He said the Board could approve two different warrants and the proper one be posted.  Mr. Libby read the two warrants; the only difference being the additional bullet “To appropriate $22,400 from taxation for additional assistance with District connection costs.”

Mr. McHenry asked why it states taxation and Mr. Libby said he was concerned with that wording.


Mr. Field suggested wording the additional bullet as its stated in the Interlocal Agreement “The Town will provide the amount of up to $22,400 to pay the additional cost of water service connections to properties.”   The Board was in agreement.

Mr. McHenry asked what is done with the other warrant that is executed but not used.


Mr. Field said if it is signed but not posted, it is not official.  He said the Board could vote to not use the document.

Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to sign the two warrants as discussed for a Special Town Meeting on February 11, 2013; post the appropriate warrant and accompanying documents; unused warrant will be marked void and archived; and a Town Meeting notice will be sent to every mailbox.   


Ms. Chase said the wording on the second warrant needed to be changed before the Board could sign.   


Mr. Libby asked that the document be corrected and the Board will sign at their workshop on Monday evening.


The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.
