BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MEETING

I.
CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER & ATTENDANCE 
Chairman, Steven Libby, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Chairman, Steven Libby; Vice-Chairman, Linda Chase; Mark Leighton, Joshua McHenry and Mark Stevens; Town Manager, Sumner Field; and Recorder, Sharlene Myers.

Adjustments to the Agenda 

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to add under Appointments A. Economic Development Committee, Mabel Ney.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. McHenry moved to add item 4.74 To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to the Cobbs Bridge Road Wells.   No one seconded the motion – motion failed.

Mr. Libby asked Mr. McHenry to speak to the Town Manager directly concerning this item.

III
PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

Jessa Berna, Assistant Town Planner, and Lisa Snow, Chairman of the Economic Development Committee, spoke to the Board concerning the possibility of placing a sign in the Upper Village Area.   They said this is still in the discussion stages and are hoping to have an informational meeting with the Upper Village Residents and Businesses to get their input and then to the Land Management Planning Committee for a formal vote.  They said the sign would be approximately 36”x42” and are hoping to capture the essence of the Upper Village in the design.
Patti Mikkelsen, resident, asked when the booklets, including narratives, for the Budget Committee Public Hearing would be ready.

Mr. Field said he and Sandi Lebel have been working feverishly on the information and are in hopes to have them done for Thursday.

SCHEDULED ITEMS

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Building Permit Fee Proposal

Debra Parks Larrivee, Code Enforcement Officer, said with the Maine Uniform Building and Energy Code (MUBEC) being implemented this coming July, this is a good time for New Gloucester to become consistent with the norm for permit fees as well and create a more level playing field for all builders.  She said under the new MUBEC fee structure: building permits are figured by a per square foot fee;  commercial fees will show an increase; no permits required for sheds 200 square feet and under; demolition fee remains at $25; and mobile homes will now be figured the same as residential, per square foot fee.

Mr. Libby said he would like the fee schedule to be updated and brought back to the Board of Selectmen at the next meeting.


Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Leighton seconded a motion to table.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to Excise Tax Exemption Ordinance for Active Duty Military Personnel

Mr. Field said the Legislature passed a bill, Sec. 1, 36 M.R.S.A. § 1483-A, effective January 1, 2012, stating “A municipality may by ordinance exempt from the annual excise tax imposed pursuant to section 1482 vehicles owned by a resident who is on active duty serving in the United States Armed Forces and who is either permanently stationed at a military or naval post, station or base outside this State or deployed for military service for a period of more than 180 days who desires to register that residents vehicle in this State.”

Mr. Libby said he is in favor of this and because this is an ordinance, it would need a vote at Town Meeting to be enacted.  He also asked Mr. Field to check with Maine Municipal to see if a Public Hearing is required before the vote at Town Meeting.


Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to place this item on the Town Meeting warrant.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

V.
APPROVE FY12 WARRANTS and PAYROLLS #34 and #35
Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to approve FY12 Warrants and Payrolls #34.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. McHenry said he had two questions on FY12 Warrants & Payrolls #35.  He said he did not remember approval to use the approved funds to pay for the Maine Rural Water invoice.  He also questioned the price of a hot water circulator valve on an invoice from Mechanical Services.
Mr. Libby said the Maine Rural Water invoice would fall under technical support, which was approved for funding.   He also said a commercial hot water circulator valve is more expensive than one used in a residential home.

Mr. McHenry moved and Ms. Chase seconded a motion to approve FY12 Warrants and Payrolls #35.   The motion carried on a vote of 3-0-2, with Mr. Leighton and Mr. Stevens abstaining.
