PUBLIC HEARING on Junkyard License Application for Rhein-Maine Auto Sales

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regard to a Junkyard License Renewal Application for Rhein-Maine Auto Sales

Mr. Libby said Debra Parks Larrivee, Code Enforcement Officer, is recommending a 30-day temporary permit for Rhein-Maine Auto Sales.   He said the permit states clean-up of the roadside yard and removal of cars to the fenced in area is required before a junkyard renewal application can be issued.


Mr. McHenry said there are a couple areas missing information on the application:  #2, Is this application made by or for a company, partnership, corporation, individuals?; #7, Was Junkyard Law, Requirements and Fees explained to you?; and on the 30-day Conditional Permit, the business name is incomplete.


Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to sign the 30-day Temporary Permit with conditions and the items corrected as discussed.  The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

Mr. Libby said all looks to be in order with this application and the note from the Code Enforcement Officer stated there have been no issues with this junkyard.

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Berry seconded a motion to approve the Junkyard License Renewal Application for Darrell M. Flanders and per a note from the Code Enforcement Officer, there have been no violations or issues.  The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to the MSAD #15 Election Warrant

Mr. Libby said SAD #15 has an opportunity to purchase 28-1/2 acres of land that adjoins the Gray-New Gloucester High School, for a sum of $79,000.   He said the School District is also looking to expend and additional $15,000 from the Capital Reserve Fund to do a field study on all vacant land owned by the District.  He said the SAD #15 is sending these referendum questions to the polls on November 6th.


Mr. Berry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to sign the MSAD #15 Election Warrant.  The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to a Special Town Meeting

Mr. Libby said the Town has been made an offer to purchase 20,000 yards of winter sand from Portland Sand & Gravel at a cost of $1.00 per yard and compared to this year’s low bid came at $2.50 per yard, it would be a savings of $13,000 for the Town.   He said Doug Bowie has offered the Town the use of pit on Bald Hill Road to store the sand.   Mr. Libby said Portland Sand & Gravel has been awaiting an answer and a Special Town Meeting is needed to expend this money.   Mr. Libby said also on the Special Town Meeting warrant is a request to expend $10,000 for engineering and permitting for Woodman Road.  He said by doing the engineering and permitting now, the Town can start on Woodman Road after the May Town Meeting.  Mr. Libby said the date for the Special Town Meeting would be October 15th, at 7:00 p.m., at Memorial School.   He said a Board of Selectmen’s meeting is scheduled for that date, and could be held at the school following the Special Town Meeting.  

Mr. McHenry asked if there is a liability issue with our trucks transporting the sand from someone’s property.


Mr. Libby said he would ask the Town Manager to look into any liability issue.


Mr. Berry moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to hold a Special Town Meeting on October 15, 2012, at 7:00 p.m., at Memorial School, and to sign the Special Town Meeting Warrant.   The motion carried on a vote of 4-0.
