CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER & ATTENDANCE 

Chairman, Steven Libby, called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  Present were Chairman, Steven Libby; Vice-Chairman, Linda Chase; Mark Leighton, Joshua McHenry and Mark Stevens; Town Manager, Sumner Field; and Recorder, Sharlene Myers.

PUBLIC PARTICIPATION

A.
Presentation by the Maine Department of Transportation on the Lower Village Storm water Project

Ryan Hodgman, MDOT Construction Manager, did a power point presentation to the Board about the upcoming Lower Village Storm water/Ditching project. He said MDOT will be installing modern catch basins and under drains; remove underlying ledge; paving of a three-foot wide shoulder; install slipform concrete curbing; and loaming and seeding behind the curb. He said water tests for baseline information would be conducted on wells in the vicinity, in case there might be a need for blasting.  He said this would be completely funded by the State and should start in mid to late June.

Mr. Libby said Public Comments on Agenda Item 4.87, Committee Appointment process, would be taken after the Board’s discussion on that item.
Debra Smith, Cobbs Bridge Road resident, asked Mr. Hodgman what the scope of testing wells and foundations would consist of.    

Mr. Hodgman, said the State would provide and pay for someone to test all wells and inspection/video taken of foundations in the area of the project, to get a baseline before any blasting takes place.   He said once all blasting is completed, another test would be taken on the well along with another inspection/pictures of the foundations and be compared to previous results.   
Mark Cummings, Sunset Shores Road resident, said he wanted to discuss Agenda Item 4.84.   He said he was the former owner of the property and asked the Board how he could regain ownership of the parcel.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Pine Tree Telephone and Central Maine Power Pole Permit

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to sign the pole permit.  

Mr. Leighton said the information on the paperwork was incorrect.  He said Dougherty Road does not intersect with Penney Road and suggested this paperwork be corrected before signing.


Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to withdraw his motion to sign.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to table this item and have it come back to the Board at a later date.   The motion carried on a vote of    5-0.

Mr. Libby read the proclamation.

To See What Action the Board Wishes to Take in Regards to Town Owned Land on Sunset Shores Road
Mr. Field said he received two letters, an email and an office visit from residents on Sunset Shores Road concerning the condition of the Town owned property.    He said the code file shows letters had been sent to the previous owner along with pictures taken of the area, dating back to 2001.   He said he recently went out to the property and items showing in the 2004 pictures are still on this parcel.    Mr. Field said he would like to see the Town remove the trash and sell what can be sold, and offer the land for sale at closed bid with a minimum bid of assessed value plus unpaid taxes, interest and costs of collection.
Mr. Cummings said he removed what he was asked to remove and what is left on the parcel is allowed by town code.  He asked the Board how he could obtain ownership of this property. 

Mr. Libby said there are four options:  1) additional information is needed; 2) Town retains the property; 3) enter into an agreement with terms with Mr. Cummings at an upcoming meeting; and 4) place the parcel out to bid.

Mr. McHenry asked if there is a repayment plan in place, the size of the lot, and possible uses of the parcel.  

Mr. Field said there is no repayment schedule in place.   He said the lot is 2.1 acres, pie shaped and there are deed restrictions.  He said abutters to the property are interested in possibly purchasing if the Town puts it out to bid.   He said he is not aware of any benefits to Town to owning this property.

Mr. Libby said he would like to have more information on this parcel and all Town foreclosed properties for discussion at an upcoming meeting.  He said the information should include: payment plans with former owners; deed restrictions; zoning restrictions; complete property information including property cards and map; and staff recommendations. 

Mr. Leighton moved and Mr. McHenry seconded a motion to table this item until a future meeting.  The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

Mr. McHenry said the following changes should be made:

· on Page 1 of the Procedures for Appointments, under Guiding Principles, the second bulleted item is not necessary and should be removed.  
· Same page, under Policies, the first sentence, the word “selectmen”, the “s” should be capitalized. 

· on Page 2, Appointment Procedure, under Vacancies, the second bulleted item, the word “Vacancies” should be aligned to the left, and the words “town hall” and “library” should be capitalized. 

· Same page, under Applications, second bulleted item, the word “Applications” should be aligned to the left.
· Same page, under Attendance, the first sentence should end after the word encouraged and a new bulleted item should be inserted to read “Certain Board and Committees have attendance requirements as defined by ordinance”

Mr. McHenry moved and Mr. Stevens seconded a motion to approve the Committee Application and Appointment Procedures with amendments.   The motion carried on a vote of 5-0.

He said it was requested to maintain the current water levels through mid-June when the water temperature will be about 69° and to help the fish. Mr. Field said Mr. Kalinich recommendation is to remove the boards in the latter part of each fall.  Mr. Field said this would remove Stevens Brook as a fire pond.
